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Abstract
The objective of this research is to find out whether the genre and the linguistic features of texts on Look Ahead I is appropriate or not to the SBC (KTSP) syllabi. The subject of the research is “Look Ahead I” book and the object is genre reading and language features. This research is included descriptive qualitative research. The data collected is in the form of words of pictures rather than number. In the result of the first analysis, researcher found that there are six type of texts developed on this book. They are recount, description, narrative, procedure, news item, and analytical exposition. In the result of the second analysis by making percentage into diagram or graphic. The researcher found there are 12 Narrative texts with percentage 20%, 14 recount texts with percentage 23%, 11 procedure texts with percentage 18%, 9 news item texts with percentage 15%, 12 descriptive texts with 20%, and 3 other text with percentage 5%. The result of the third analysis is that from the diagram, the researcher discovered 96% of the whole of texts on Look Ahead I is appropriate to the SBC (KTSP) syllabi and 4% is inappropriate. The percentage of appropriate text is higher than inappropriate one; thus, it can be concluded that genres of this book (Look Ahead) is appropriate with SBC (KTSP) syllabi.
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A. Background
Definition of curriculum as ‘all the learning which is planned and guided by the school, whether it is carried on in groups or individually, inside or outside the school’ (Alex Moore, 2006:8). School-Based Curriculum (SBC) or Kurikulum Tingkat Satuan Pendidikan (KTSP) is an operational curriculum that is designed and implemented at each educational institution or school (BSNP: 2007). Syllabi is a learning plan of particular group of lesson/theme which involves standard competence, basic competence, main material, learning activity, indicator, assessment, time allocation, and source of learning. A syllabus is an explanation of standard competence and basic competence into the main material, learning activity, and indicator competence of achievement to assessment (Khaeruddin, 2007:79). Genre is a term four grouping texts together, representing how writers typically use language to respond to recurring situation (Hyland, 2004: 4). Halliday’s conception of linguistics as a set of systems for creating meanings in social contexts is far wider than most linguistic theories for communication rather than with rules for ordering grammatical forms (Hyland, 2004: 25).

B. Research Method
This research belongs to qualitative research. Qualitative research is an inductive approach. The subject of this research is genre of text and language features. The object of this research is the book of “Look Ahead I”. There are two sources of the data. They are: The primary data is taken from the book of “Look Ahead I” and the secondary data are school syllabi, School Based Curriculum (KTSP), the book “A Genre-Based Approach to Teaching Writing”, and the book “Genre and Second Language Writing”.

C. Finding and Discussion
In the result of the first analysis, the researcher finds that there are six types of texts developed on this book. They are recount, description, narrative, procedure, news item, and analytical exposition. 
In the result of the second analysis by making percentage into diagram. The researcher found there are 12 Narrative texts with percentage 20%, 14 recount texts with percentage 23%, 11 procedure texts with percentage 18%, 9 news item texts with percentage 15%, 12 description texts with 20%, and 3 other texts with percentage 5%.
The result of the third analysis is that from the diagram, the researcher discovered 96% of the whole of texts on Look Ahead I is appropriate to the SBC (KTSP) syllabi and 4% is inappropriate. Because, the percentage of appropriate text is higher than inappropriate one; thus, it can be concluded that genres of this book Look Ahead I is appropriate with KTSP (SBC) syllabi.

D. Conclusion
Based on the finding research data and the discussion, the researcher concludes as follows:
The researcher analyzed the type of texts based on analysis three elements these are: social function, generic structure, and language features. The researcher found that there are six types of texts on this book. They are recount, description, narrative, procedure, news item, and analytical exposition.
From the data research finding, the researcher has concluded that more than a half percent the whole of texts in Look Ahead are appropriate to the KTSP (SBC) syllabi. It had discovered 96% of the whole of texts on Look Ahead I is appropriate to the SBC (KTSP) syllabi and 4% is un-appropriate.
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
