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Abstract
This study is aimed at describing vernacular which was found in English Department Muhammadiyah University of Purworejo, especially in the fourth semester. First, the researcher wants to know the language of students when they talk in English, especially in the fourth semester of English Department Muhammadiyah University of Purworejo. Second, the researcher wants to know the vernacular language when they talk and the speech which they produce. Discussion and debate class is the appropriate class to analyze the vernacular language. The result from the analysis, the researcher found the 39 vernacular languages in the conversation in discussion and debate class. The vernacular language which was found in this class is vernacular with the unmodified. The example of this vernacular language is broad (medhok). It means that vernacular language is still adhering in their daily talk, especially in the student of English Department muhammadiyah of Purworejo, especially fourth semester in the academic year of 2012/2013. 
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A. Background
Language is tool to communicate and share idea. We use language every day. Language is very important in our life. Language can establish our cooperation and relationship with the other people. Language as a communication system is thought to be fundamentally different from and of much higher complexity than those of other species as it is based on a complex system of rules relating symbols to their meanings, resulting in an indefinite number of possible innovative utterances from a finite number of elements. Language consists of many aspects, especially about sociolinguistics. Sociolinguistics is the study about the language and in the language we know about vernacular. 
Vernacular is spontaneous speech reserved for intimate or casual situations (Poplack (1993: 252). Vernacular is the language or dialect spoken by the ordinary people of a country or region. We know that, vernacular is best learned in speech production, engaging activities that focus more on the learning process than on the final product. 
B. Research Method
This research is qualitative research. It was conducted in Muhammadiyah University of Purworejo, especially English Department and fourth semester on April 2nd, 2013. According to Arikunto (2007:128) Data are the result of observation consisting of thing that researcher analyzes, in this research Vernacular language in students speech production in discussion and debate class. The source data is speech and the script from discussion and debate class. This script is taken from recording in the class. 
Moreover, Sugiyono (2009:222), state that in qualitative research, the researcher is the primary instrument for collecting and analyzing the data, and makes the conclusion. Therefore, the instrument in analyzing the data in this study is the research herself.  The researcher is took one class to observation and analysis the data of vernacular language and in that class there are 30 students. In collecting data, the researcher was record the activity the student when they practice discussion and debate. In this research, the researcher used descriptive analysis to analyze the data. The descriptive analysis is to describe the vernacular language in student’s speech production when they do speak English with the other students. 
C. Finding and Discussion
The description of the data is aimed to know vernacular language. The researcher took the data from recording the activity in the discussion and debate class. After analyzing every single word in the transcript of the recording, the researcher finds the vernacular language. The researcher finds 39 vernacular languages, categories in the part vernacular language is an unmodified or unstandarized variety. The example from vernacular variety unmodified or unstandarized is broad (medhok).
Among those kinds of vernacular language, we can see that apologize is the commonly used by the characters in their dialogue. There are 24 vernacular languages in the session of discussion and 15 vernacular languages in the session of debate. The vernacular languages in the session of discussion  and vernacular languages in the session of debate above can be seen that the vernacular language or dialect is still the most frequent use because it employs 39 vernacular language while they get conversation or dialogue.  
After presenting and analyzing the data in the form of vernacular language produced by the characters of “The Discussion and Debate Class”, it is found that vernacular languages are still finding in daily conversation, especially they from the remote region and usually speak with our dialogue or the first language.  

D. Conclusion and Recommendation
Based on the research finding which has been discussed, the researcher makes the conclusions as follow. The researcher finds 39 utterances contains vernacular language of an unmodified or unstandarized. The researcher finds the vernacular language which the students use in daily talk. It is found in the two sessions, from the session of discussion and session of debate.  The researcher finds the character in the vernacular languages that they produce in their conversation or their dialogue. The researcher finds the vernacular language or the dialect language when they speak, especially when they speak to give the information, giving the opinions and giving question. 
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
