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ABSTRACT
	This final project was a study to examine the effectiveness of using Table-top Puppetry to improve pronunciation in speaking. The objectives of the study are: (1) to know the level of the pronunciation in speaking after being taught by using Table-top Puppetry; (2) to find out whether the use of Table-top Puppetry is effective or not to improve pronunciation in speaking at the first grade students of SMP N 6 Purworejo. This research is classified as an experimental research design because in doing experimental, the researcher needs treatment to compare the result of the pre-test and the post-test. The result of the test showed that the mean of experimental group was 74.93. Meanwhile, the t-test or t-value obtained is 3.89. Since t-value is higher than t-table (3.89>2.00), the hypothesis is accepted. Based on the result, the pronunciation in speaking has improved after being taught by Table-top Puppetry and Table-Top Puppetry was more effective for teaching pronunciation in speaking for the first grade students of Junior High School, especially the first grade students of SMP N 6 Purworejo in the academic year of 2012/2013. 
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A. BACKGROUND
	One of the English skills which is important is speaking skill. According to Nunan (2005:47), speaking has important equality to develop children’s language. It means that children have to learn English speaking to develop their English language in facing the future life. As we know, that speaking is very important for our communication because without speaking we cannot convey our message well. Meanwhile, body language has similar function for communication, but it can be trouble when the receiver is getting wrong to understand the message. Therefore, we should master in speaking for handling the communication. 
The appropriate strategy and method in English teaching are useful for mastering English well. There are many strategies in teaching speaking; one of them is improving pronunciation. It causes that right pronunciation in speaking is really important to convey our message. Meanwhile, people who do not know about how to pronounce a word well; they cannot convey their message well. To build the students master in speaking, pronunciation should be taught when they are still young.
Indonesian students will meet difficulties in producing the sound, especially English language. The students difficulties are found in learning foreign language because different element between his language and the target language (English language). These differences are individual sounds, differences in the phonetic features of similar sounds. Ramelan (1985:10) stated that there is problem which is concerned with the production that is called segmental such as consonant, vowel, and diphthong. Meanwhile, suprasegmental features such as stress, length, pitch, and intonation.
The media is also supporting in teaching English. The media which is used by researcher to improve pronunciation in speaking is Table-top Puppetry. This is one kind of puppet. Table-top Puppetry is the easy media to create dialogue which can be practiced by students with their classmate. The use of Table-top Puppetry is very appropriate in the young-learner classroom. Sometimes students feel shy to speak with an adult in front of his peers, they will comfortable to use Table-top Puppetry for solving this problem. After the students are interested in speaking trough Table-top Puppetry, the teacher duty is to teach pronunciation also. 
A good teacher should prepare himself or herself with various and up-to-date methods and mastering the material in order to be understood by students. Through the consideration above, the researcher is interested in conducting this research dealing with “The Effectiveness of using Table-Top Puppetry to Improve Pronunciation in Speaking at the First Grade Students of SMP N 6 Purworejo in the Academic Year of 2012/2013”. 

B. RESEARCH METHOD
This research is classified as an experimental research because in doing experimental, the researcher needs treatment to compare the result of the pre-test and the post-test. Moreover, this experimental research is done by using quantitative research in processing the data and getting the result. This design is stated by Sugiyono (2012:111) is described as follow:
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In conducting the research, the researcher has set of time and place of the respondent to do the test.  Through some considerations, the researcher decides to take place of the research in SMP N 6 Purworejo involving in the first grade students in the academic year of 2012/2013. The time of the research was on 04th, April 2013 up to 18th, April 2013.
The population is the group of research subject which is researched by the researcher to collect data. In this research, the population is the first grade students of SMP N 6 Purworejo. Meanwhile, the total member of population is 192 students. Since the subjects in this research are 192, the researcher took 64 students (33.5 %) as the sample of the research.
In this research, the researcher used purposive sampling technique. The researcher chose this technique because both of the classes have same level of ability. In this research, there would be two classes chosen through the purposive sampling. One would be treated as the experimental group and the other as the control group. Meanwhile, this research, the researcher uses two variables, namely: Independent variable (the use of Table-top Puppetry) and dependent variable (the score of pronunciation in speaking).
The instrument that is used by researcher to collect the data is test. Test is a series of questions or exercises, or other instruments used to measure the skill, knowledge, intelligence, ability or talent which is owned by individuals or groups (Arikunto, 2010:193). In collecting data, the researcher uses oral test as the instrument.
To know there is validity or not, the researcher took two validities of the instrument, those are: Construct validity (In constructing the instrument, the researcher consulted it with the consultant. It is very important to know whether the instrument is valid or not) and Content validity (In constructing the instrument, the researcher refers to the lesson which had been taught. The lesson refers to the syllabus. It can be used to know whether the instrument is valid or not).
In Technique of collecting the data, the researcher focused on oral test about daily activity in pre-test. The rule was the student worked in pair to practice the oral test in front of the class. The researcher gave treatment in the experimental group used Table-top Puppetry to teach pronunciation in speaking. Meanwhile, in the control group, the researcher used commonly way of teaching without using Table-top Puppetry and the researcher focused on teaching pronunciation in speaking used picture as media. The researcher gave post-test for both classes. The researcher focused on oral test about giving instruction. In technique of the data analysis, there are two kinds of analysis that used in this research project. They are descriptive analysis and inferential analysis.

C. FINDING AND DISCUSSION
The data of this study is conducted in the form of test score before conducting treatment/pre-test and test score after conducting treatment/post-test. By using the oral test, the researcher collected the data which was organized the test result.

The researcher describes that there are differences between experimental class which got treatment using Table-top Puppetry and control class which did not get treatment using Table-top Puppetry. The table above shows that the highest score of experimental class is 93 while the highest score of control class is 87, the lowest score of experimental 60 while the lowest score of control class is 40, the mode of experimental class is 73 while the mode control class is 73, the median of experimental class is 73 while the median of control class is 67, the mean of experimental class is 74.93 while the mean of control class is 65.34, the range of experimental class is 33 while the range of control class is 47, the variance of experimental class is 69.54 while the variance of control class is 125.00, SD of experimental class is 8.33 while SD of control class is 11.18, and the total score of experimental class is 2398 while the total score of control class is 2091.
The researcher uses the chi square table at the significance of 5% with 32 samples is 11.07. It shows that the result of manual computation is less than chi square table (9.51<11.07). Therefore, the data is normal. Meanwhile, the computation of F test is as follows:


From the computation above, the value of F is 1.79. Then, it is compared with the value of F table with dk of numerator (32-1=31) and dk of denominator (32-1=31). Based on the table on F table, it is known that at the F value on the significant level 0.05 is 1.84. The F value is lower than F table (1.79<1.84). It means that the variance of two samples were homogeneous. The researcher used the 5% significance level. From the previous analysis, it shows that with the number of sample (N1=32 and N2=32) and the level of significance was 5%, the value of t-table was 2.000. The computation shows that t-value was higher than t-table that was. Therefore, the hypothesis is accepted.

D. CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATION
The researcher concludes the conclusion of this research that is the result of the test showed that the mean of experimental group was higher than the mean of control group (74.93>65.34). Meanwhile, the t-test or t-value obtained is 3.89. Since t-test is higher than t-table (3.89>2.00), so the hypothesis is accepted. Based on the result, the pronunciation in speaking has been improved after being taught by Table-top Puppetry and Table-Top Puppetry was more effective for teaching pronunciation in speaking for the first grade students of Junior High School, especially the first grade students of SMP N 6 Purworejo in the academic year of 2012/2013. 
The researcher has some suggestions that are the reader should choose an appropriate media to improve pronunciation in speaking English and the reader should explore the creative idea to improve pronunciation in speaking English.
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
