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ABSTRACT
This research is aimed to know is there any correlation between the students’ interest in listening to English song with their vocabulary mastery and how far the correlation between the students’ interest in listening to English song with their vocabulary mastery in the eighth grade of SMP Muhammadiyah 2 Kebumen in the academic year of 2012/2013. It was conducted at SMP 2 Muhammadiyah Kebumen in the academic year of 2012/2013 with correlation method. This research uses quantitative method as type of research. The population in this research is the eighth grade students of SMP Muhammadiyah 2 Kebumen that consists of 196 students from 6 classes. From the population, the researcher took one class namely VIII-B as a sample that consists of 29 students. The researcher used purposive sampling technique as a sampling technique. The research instrument that is used are a test and a questionnaire. The researcher analyzes the data using Pearson Product Moment Correlation with SPSS 17.0 for Windows to find out the correlation between two variables. The result of the analysis is r = 0.636. The researcher concludes that the students’ interest in listening to English song has a high correlation with their vocabulary mastery in the eighth Grade of SMP Muhammadiyah 2 Kebumen in the Academic Year of 2012/2013. 
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A. Introduction
One of the communication media between human to share the ideas and mind is language. According to Wibowo (2001: 3), language is a system of symbols that are meaningful and articulate sound (generated by said tools) that are arbitrary and conventional, which is used as a communication tool by a group of men to give birth to feelings and thoughts. If the human don’t have a communication media, every activity would be ineffective.

To get the ability in mastery a language, we should pass some phases. The first in a childhood we learn how to listen a language and then how to talk. After that we study how to read and write. The communication skill is about the ability of someone in mastery four kind of language skill. According to Tarigan (2008: 2), these skills are "reading, writing, speaking, and listening”. As the first language skill, listening has an important part to increase the other language skills. Teaching language uses media is effective to increase the students’ language ability, according to some researches. This media is made for facilitate the English teaching. One of the media that is used for teaching English especially listening is audio. Everyone likes singing and listening a song or music, the students in junior high school also like music. This could be used as their study tools. Consciously or not while they are intensively listening and singing the English song, they could improve their pronunciation and also vocabulary. 

Studying language cannot be separated from studying vocabulary because it is an essential component of language. Vocabulary is one component of language beside grammar. Students, who want to learn a target language, have to learn those components. According to Richards (2002: 255), vocabulary is the core component of language proficiency and provides much of the basis for how well learners speak, listen, read, and write.

By doing this research, the researcher would like to find out whether or not there is a significant correlation between the students’ interest in listening to English song with their vocabulary mastery and to find out how far is the correlation between the students’ interest in listening to English song with their vocabulary mastery in the eighth grade of SMP Muhammadiyah 2 Kebumen in the academic year of 2012/2013.

B. Research Method

In this research, the researcher uses quantitative method. The research was conducted at SMP Muhammadiyah 2 Kebumen that is located on Jalan Jend. A. Yani No. 83 Kebumen. It was carried out from May 17th, 2013. The population of this study is the students of eighth grade of SMP Muhammadiyah 2 Kebumen in the academic of 2012/2013. There are 196 students who are divided into 6 classes. In this research, the researcher takes VIII B class which consists of 29 students as a sample. In the sampling technique, the researcher used purposive sampling technique. Research instrument that is used are test and questionnaire. In quantitative research, the data analysis is an activity done after all the data of the respondents are collected. To analyze the data, they are two statistics which are used by the researcher. They are descriptive and inferential statistics.
C. Research Finding

After the data was collected then continued by descriptive analysis by measuring the highest score, lowest score, range, mean, median, mode and standard deviation. The result of questionaire shows that the highest score is 100, the lowest score is 50, and the range is 50. Then, the table of mean is 73.1, median is 70, mode is 60, and last standard deviation is 13.12. While the result of vocabulary test analysis shows that the highest score is 100, the lowest score is 50, range is 50, mean is 75.5, median is 80, modus is 70 and SD is 12.42. Then, the researcher measured the inferential analysis to find out the normality test and also the correlation between the students’ interest in listening to English song with their vocabulary mastery. The result of normality test shows that the score of Sig. Kolmogorov-Smirnov was 0.088 for students’ interest in listening to English song and 0.061 for students’ vocabulary mastery. The researcher analyzes the data using Pearson Product Moment Correlation with SPSS 17.0 for Windows to find out the correlation between two variables. The result of the analysis is r = 0.636. The researcher concludes that the students’ interest in listening to English song has a high correlation with their vocabulary mastery in the eighth Grade of SMP Muhammadiyah 2 Kebumen in the Academic Year of 2012/2013. Then, the researcher was measuring the inferential analysis to find out the normality test and also the correlation between the students’ interest in listening to English song with their vocabulary mastery. The result of normality test shows that the score of Sig. Kolmogorov-Smirnov was 0.088 for students’ interest in listening to English song and 0.061 for students’ vocabulary mastery. The researcher analyzes the data using Pearson Product Moment Correlation with SPSS 17.0 for Windows to find out the correlation between two variables. The result of the analysis is r = 0.636. The researcher concludes that the students’ interest in listening to English song has a high correlation with their vocabulary mastery in the eighth Grade of SMP Muhammadiyah 2 Kebumen in the Academic Year of 2012/2013. 

That correlation was only for 29 students. So, the researcher should measure the correlation significant in his research to be applied in the population. After that, to know whether the correlation was significant or not, therefore, the result of r-obtained was compared to r-value. From the measurement , the t-obtained was 4.28 and compared to t-value considering the df (degree of freedom). The formula to determine the value of df = n – 2. After finding out the value of df, the researcher look for the t-value in the table with 5% significance. It was found out that the t-value was 2.052. After gaining the r-obtained and r-value, the researcher compared both of them. In this research, t-obtained (4.28) was bigger than t-value (2.052). It means that Ho was rejected. In this analysis, after finding out a correlation, the researcher found out the determination coefficient. In this research It was found that r = 0.636. Therefore the determination was r2= 0.6362 = 0.404. It can be explained that the variance in students’ vocabulary mastery was 40.4% and determined by the variance in students’ interest in listening to English song. Whether the rest of it = 59.6% determined by the other factor for example student’s English ability, student’s method in learning English or the supportive environment in learning English.
D. Conclusion

Based on the finding, it could be concluded that students’ interest in listening to English song has correlation with the students’ vocabulary mastery. The results of the data analysis are: The researcher concludes that the students’ interest in listening to English song has correlation with their vocabulary mastery in the eighth grade of SMP Muhammadiyah 2 Kebumen in the academic year of 2012/2013. The result of the computation was 0.636. The researcher concludes that the students’ interest in listening to English song has a high correlation with their vocabulary mastery in the eighth Grade of SMP Muhammadiyah 2 Kebumen in the Academic Year of 2012/2013.
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
