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Abstract
The objectives of the study are to analyze kind of errors and to describe the cause of error done by the students in making past tense of writing spoof text at the eleventh grade students of science program of SMA N 1 Mirit in the academic year 2012/2013. The type of this research is descriptive qualitative research.  The instrument used is writing test on English simple past tense of spoof text. The subject of the study is the eleventh grade students of SMA N 1 Mirit in second semester 2012/ 2013, that are XI IPA 2 students. It consists of 31 students. The result of the analysis showed that there were 205 errors among 31 students. The types of errors consist of 25 (22.44%) errors of omission, 37 (18.05%) errors of addition, 98 (47.80%) errors of misformation and 22 (11.71%) errors of misordering. The cause of errors identified into four types, those are 27 (13.17%) errors caused by overgeneralization, 40 (19.51%) errors caused by of rules restriction, 39 (19.03%) errors caused by incomplete application rules, and 99 (48.29%) errors caused by false concept hypothesis. 
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A. Introduction
Language has important position in the world, especially English as international language. In Indonesia, English is a foreign language, so it is difficult to master English. English is a local content in Elementary School and compulsory subject in Junior High School and Senior High School. Indonesian students are hoped to master English for all fields and prepare good communication. To communicate their ideas, they should have language skills. The skills are speaking, listening, writing and reading. 
One of the most important skills is writing. Writing is a process to communicate the information, ideas, and arguments in the form of written text. According to Patel and Jain (2008: 125), writing is a skill which must be taught and practiced. Writing is essential features of learning a language because it provides a very good means of foxing the vocabulary, spelling, and sentence pattern. It becomes an important aspect of students' expression at higher stage.
To support writing skill, the process of English teaching in Senior High School is focused in genre. The students are introduced kind of genre of texts. There are descriptive text, procedure text, report text, recount text, narrative text, spoof text, and so on. 
Spoof text is the kind of genre which is very important and interesting to learn. The students can fell relax and enjoy studying English by writing spoof text because it tell funny story and have  aim to entertain.
Besides, the student also finds a lot of difficulties in learning spoof text. The difficulties are caused by the grammatical system that is different from Indonesian Language. The grammar rule in spoof text is called language feature. One of the language features of spoof text is using past tense. Past tense is used to tell the events in the past. It is already happen and it is finished. Sometimes, the students are confused about past tense pattern and they make errors when making sentences.  

B. Research Method
This study can be categorized as descriptive qualitative research because the reseacher is doing experiment by analyzing the students’ answers. In conducting the research, the researcher has set of time and place of the respondent to do the test. This research took place at SMA N 1 Mirit in the academic year 2012/2013 involving in the eleventh grade students. To get the data, the researcher conducted research on April 24th 2013 with cooperation of the principal and the English teacher. The subject of the research is XI IPA 2 student which consist of 31 students. In this research, the researcher uses test in form of essay test of past tense in writing spoof test.

C. Finding and Discussion
The researcher analyzed the errors using Surface Strategy Taxonomy. According to Dodigovic (2005: 120), this taxonomy divided errors into four classifications, namely omission, addition, misformation and misordering.

Among all these four types of errors, misformation was the most frequent errors that the students made, that were 47.80%. There were 98 number of misformation errors that the students made. The second most frequent errors were omission, which was 22.44 %. There were 26 number of omission errors that the students made. The third most frequent error was addition, which was 18.05%. There were 37 number addition errors.The less frequent error that the student made is misordering, which was 11.71%. There were 37 numbers of misordering errors. 
During the process of second language learning, errors could not be avoided in every learner. They might use any strategies to get comprehension in the target language. According to Brown (2007: 263), the sources or error divided into two kinds, they are interlingual and intralingual error. Here, the researcher explains more about the intralingual cause which could be divided into four kinds: overgeneralization, ignorance of rules restriction, incomplete application of rules and false concept false hypothesized.

From the research finding, the researcher could say that false concept hypothesis was the most frequent cause that caused the students to make error that was 98 or 48.29%. The second most frequent error was ignorance of rules restriction, which was 19.51%. The third most frequent cause of error was incomplete application rules, which was 19.03%. The less frequent cause of error was overgeneralization, which was 13.17%.

D. Conclusion and Recommendation
Based on the analysis, the total number of errors are 205 errors. The kind of errors divided into four types, they are 25 (22.44%) errors of omission, 37 (18.05%) errors of addition, 98 (47.80%) errors of misformation and 22 (11.71%) errors of misordering. 
The cause of errors identified into four types, those are 27 (13.17%) errors caused by overgeneralization, 40 (19.51%) errors caused by of rules restriction, 39 (19.03%) errors caused by incomplete application rules, and 99 (48.29%) errors caused by false concept hypothesis. 
In order to avoid student errors, the researcher suggests the teacher to give more practice and use some methods in teaching learning process in order to attract the student attention.
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
