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Abstract
The purposes of this research are to explain the effect of an extracurricular activity of Youth Red Cross (PMR) on the students’ speaking ability in the second grade students at the State Junior High School Four of Purworejo (SMP N 4 Purworejo) in the academic year 2012/2013 and to find out which group has better speaking ability the group which joins an extracurricular activity of Youth Red Cross or the group which does not. The type of this research is descriptive quantitative research. The result of the research finds that the mean score of speaking test in PMR group and non-PMR group, they are 71.77 and 65.97. The mean of PMR group has better score than non-PMR group (71.77>65.97). Then the result of correlation is 0.815 or 81.5%, which shows that the extracurricular activity and speaking ability have a very high correlation. So, the hypothesis in this research (Ha) proves that “there is an effect of an extracurricular activity of Youth Red Cross on the students’ speaking ability in the second grade students at the State Junior High School Four of Purworejo in the academic year 2012/2013” is accepted
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A. Background 
English is an international language which is used by peoples from different countries to communicate properly to each other. In the international relationship, English is used to carry out a communication as the language in a wider world of work. Speaking is one of the main foci in an English teaching. The principle of teaching English is all processes of teaching which should be communicative because the graduates of school are directed to have skill for communication to continue their study to the higher level. According to Kayi in Chaney (1998:13) who defines “speaking is the process of building and sharing meaning through the use of verbal and non-verbal symbols in a variety of contexts. There are a lot of students who often find difficulties when they speak in English. The students know about the grammar and the vocabulary, but they are afraid to speak up. Due to the strong relationship between speaking ability and leadership, it is unique when the writer researches the effect of an extracurricular activity of Youth Red Cross to students’ speaking ability. Based on the explanation mentioned previously, the writer is interested in observing the effect of an extracurricular activity of Youth Red Cross (PMR) to students’ speaking ability at the second grade in the State Junior High School Four of Purworejo in the academic year 2012/2013.
B. Research Method 
The researcher uses a descriptive quantitative method. The data are processed, analyzed and drawn the conclusion. The analysis is emphasized on the numerical data (numbers) and will obtain an effect of the variables. The research took  in SMP N 4 Purworejo on May 16th, 23th May, and 3rd September, 2013. In this research, the population is the second grade students of SMP N 4 Purworejo consisting of 8 classes. The total of population is 255 students. To take the sample, the researcher used purposive sampling technique in the second grade of the State Junior High School Four of Purworejo in the academic year 2012/2013. The total of sample in this research is 62 students. They contain 31 PMR’s group and 31 non-PMR’s group taken from VIII B and VIII E.  In collecting the data, the researcher used questionnaire and documentation as the instrument. 
To analyze the data, the researcher used descriptive analysis to describe the students’ speaking ability in speaking performance. The descriptive analysis consists of the computation of mean, median, mode, standard deviation, and variance. Then, the researcher correlated the data. 
C. Finding and Discussion 
The description of the data are aimed to explain the effect of an extracurricular activity of Youth Red Cross on the students’ speaking ability in the second grade students at the State Junior High School Four of Purworejo in the academic year 2012/2013 and to find out which group has better speaking ability, the group which joins an extracurricular activity of Youth Red Cross or the group which does not. From the computation in descriptive analysis, the mean score of PMR group in speaking is 71.77 and non-PMR group is 65.97.  It shows that PMR group has better in speaking score. 
Then, the researcher computed the correlation between independent and dependent variables between PMR group and non-PMR group. The result is 0.815 or 81.5%. It shows the units have a very high correlation. From this result, it indicates that there is effect of the extracurricular activity of Youth Red Cross on speaking ability. Some activities (School Disaster Preparedness, First Aids, Water and Sanitation, Family Care-Giving Program, Blood Donation, Healthy Adolescent (PRS), Public Speaking, Speech Contest, Social Service, Leadership Training Course, etc.) which join by PMR group make the difference between students who join PMR and those who do not in speaking ability. 
Therefore, the hypothesis in this research (Ha) stated that “there is an effect of an extracurricular activity of Youth Red Cross on the students’ speaking ability in the second grade students at the State Junior High School Four of Purworejo in the academic year 2012/2013” is accepted.  Moreover, PMR group gets better the mean score in speaking than non-PMR group.
D. Conclusion and Recommendation 
Based on the research finding which has been discussed, the researcher makes the conclusions that there is the effect of the extracurricular activity of Youth Red Cross on students speaking ability is a very high correlation. It can be seen from the correlation analysis between score of questionnaire result and students’ speaking score using SPSS statistics version 16.0. The result of correlation is 0.815 or 81.5%, which shows that the extracurricular activity and speaking ability have a very high correlation. Moreover, the group which has better speaking ability is PMR group. It can see the mean of students’ speaking of the group which joins the extracurricular activity is higher than the group which does not (71.77 > 65.97)
After doing the research, the researcher presents suggestion for the teacher that the teacher should make the students to be more cooperative both with the teacher and the other students during the teaching and learning process and practice English ability regularly. Therefore, the teaching and learning process will be done better and for the students that the students should be more active speaking English in class and outside regularly and should participate in every activity and be brave in speaking English.
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
