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Abstract
The aim of this research is to know whether there is any significant difference of students’ achievement on reading comprehension between essay test and multiple choice test  at the eleventh grade of MA Padureso, Kebumen in the academic year 2012/2013. The result of this research shows that there is any significant difference of students’achievement on reading comprehension between using essay test and multiple choice test. It was found that the result of t-value 5.419. Based on the 0.05 significant level, the value of t-table is 2.042, the computation shows that t-value is higher that is 5.419>2.042. However, if it is seen from both the students’ achievement, the mean score of the students’ achievement using essay test is higher than the mean score of the students’ achievement using multiple choice test in reading comprehension (74.00>64.84). So, the conclusion is the better students’ achievement in reading comprehension is using essay test than using multiple choice test.
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A. Background
Reading is an important skill. Reading is also something crucial and indispensable for the students because the success of their study depends on the greater part of their ability to read. Students are often read many kinds of texts such as newspaper, magazine, novel, essay, etc.
Related to reading comprehension a teacher can evaluate the students’ achievement by using some tests. The purpose of tests is to provide educators, students, parents, and policy makers with information that is valid, fair, and reliable. The tests can help the teacher to identify the instructional needs of individual students so educators can respond with effective, targeted teaching and appropriate instructional materials, judge students’ proficiency inessential basic skills, challenging standards, and evaluate the effectiveness of educational programs. There are many kinds of test than often used to evaluate students’ achievement.
B. Research Method
This research is descriptive quantitative research. It was conducted in MA Padureso. According to Sugiyono (2008:61) Population is generalization are consist object or subject which have quantity and specific characteristic fixed by research to be analyzed concluded. The population in this research is the students of eleventh grade of MA Padureso in the academic year 2012/2013 which consist of 63 students.
According to Sugiyono (2008:81) Sample is a part of population which has same characteristic or certain condition, which will be examined. Here, the reseacher just took one class as a sample. The class is the eleventh grade students’ of MA Padureso which consist of 31 students.
To get the sample accurately, the researcher using random sampling because every class in population is given by same opportunity to be assigned a member of sample. In this research the researcher used test as a technique of collecting the data. The reseacher uses two types of test, there are essay test and multiple choice test. The number of essay tests items is 10 items with the time alocated 45 minutes. The number of multiple choice tests items is 30 items with the time alocated 45 minutes.
In this research the reseacher applies a descriptive quantitative reseach in conducting the research. Descriptive method is used together which information about the real condition and situation for the time being. This method describes the characteristic of present condition and inquires the causes of certain phenomena when the reseach done.

C. Finding and Discussion
The result of the students’ achievement on reading comprehension using essay test are the highest score is 85 and the lowest one is 60.  From the data computation the mean score of students’ achievement using essay test is 74, the range (R) is 25, the median (Me) is 75, the mode (Mo) is 75, and the total score of student’s achievement using essay test is 2294.
The result of the students’ achievement on reading comprehension using multiple choice test are the highest score is 83 and the lowest one is 56.  From the data computation The mean score of students’ achievement using multiple choice test is 64.839, the range (R) is 27, the median (Me) is 63, the mode (Mo) is 63, and the total score of student’s achievement using multiple choice test is 2010.
From the previous analysis, it shows that with the number of samples (N1= 31and N2= 31) and the level of significance is 5%, the result of the computation of t-value is 5. 419. Based on the value in the t-table for N1 =31 and N2 = 31 and the significance level is 5%, the value of t-table is 2.042. The computation shows that t-value is higher than t-table that is 5.419>2.042.
The result of t-test is higher than t-table (5.419>2.042). So, the null hypothesis () is rejected and hypothesis alternative () is accepted. So, the conclusion is there is any significant difference between students’ achievement using essay test and the students’ achivement using multiple choice test in reading comprehension on the eleventh grade students of MA Padureso, Kebumen in the academic year 2012/2013.
D. Conclusion and Recommendation
Based on the research finding which has been discussed, the researcher makes the conclusions as follow:
The result of this research shows that there is any significant difference of students’ achievement on reading comprehension between essay test and multiple choice test. It was found that the result of t-value 5.419. Based on the 0.05 significant level, the value of t-table is 2.042, the computation shows that t-value is higher that is 5.419>2.042. However, if it is seen from both the students’ achievement, the mean score of the students’ achievement using essay test is higher than the mean score of the students’ achievement using multiple choice test in reading comprehension (74.00>64.839). So, the conclusion is the better students’ achievement in reading comprehension is using essay test than using multiple choice test.
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
