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Abstract


English becomes compulsory subject for junior high school students. In fact, the students at this age are still lack of vocabulary. In this research the researcher use food packages as the which is easy to understand and to remember vocabulary.The aim of this research is to find out whether the use of food packages is effective or not in improving English vocabulary mastery at the seventh grade students of SMP N 23 Purworejo in the academic year 2012/2013.
The type of research is experimental research. In this research, the researcher takes 64 students of VII D and VIIF as the sample; they are control group and experimental group.To get the data, the researcher uses written test as an instrument (pre-test and post-test). The tests are multiple choices and matching types (consisting of 30 items).The researcher needs a data analysis. This analysis is relative to the computation in answering the problem statement. They are descriptive analysis and inferential analysis using t-test. 
After collecting the data and analyzing them, the researcher presents the result of the research. The result of this research shows that food packages are effective in improving vocabulary. It is found that the result of t-value is 4.90. Based on the 0.05 significance level, the value of t-table is 2.000, the computation shows that t-value is higher than t-table, which is 4.90 > 2.000. Thus, the result of the study the researcher concludes that the use of food packages is effective in improving English vocabulary mastery at the seventh grade students of SMP Negeri 23 Purworejo in the academic year 2012/2013. It can be seen from gained score control group and experimental group which is given the treatment. The experimental group is higher than control group. It means that Ho is rejected whereas Ha is accepted.
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A. Introduction
Vocabulary which one learns without doubt contributes to the acquisition of a language. It has been stated by linguists that the abilty to understand the target language greatly depends on ones knowledge of its vocabulary. Words must be regarded as the thougth element. It is the word which implies what one thinks, desires, feels, and believes. Napa (1991:10) states that vocabulary is the components of language and no language exist without words. Hornby (1995:959) states that vocabulary is the total numbers words, which, with rules for combining them, make up a language. From the definitions above, it can be concluded that vocabulary is all the words that make up language. 
Usually, the teacher teaches vocabulary by translating at the beginning of the lesson or translating the material containing new words or glossaries at the end of the lesson. Moreover, the teacher never uses self defining context, definitions in the target language, opposite, pictures, and reality as a number of ways to put across the meaning of a new word to a class. Therefore, the teacher must use media that is appropriate for the students. Thus, applying interesting media in improving English vocabulary mastery at the seventh grade students of SMP Negeri 23 Purworejo is needed. One of the media is food packages.

B. Research Method
This research is classified as an experimental research. In this research, the researcher chooses SMP Negeri 23 Purworejo which is located on Jalan K.H.A.Dahlan No 3, Purworejo. Time of the research is on 4nd until 18nd may 2013. The researcher takes two classes of VII D and VII F as sample. Each class consists of 32 students, so the samples of this research are 64 students. The researcher uses Purposive sampling in taking the sample. In this study, the researcher uses written test as the instrument of collecting the data. The researcher gives pre-test and post-test to get the data. The researcher needs a data analysis. This analysis is relative to the computation in answering the problem statement. They are descriptive analysis and inferential analysis.  In control group, the researcher gives material commonly way of teaching, but in experimental group the researcher gives treatment with food packages as the media. 

C. Research Finding and Discussion

From the table above, the highest score in experimental group (H) is 93, the lowest score (L) is 70, the range (R) is 23, the median (Me) is 83 , the mode (Mo) is 86, and the total of students’ understanding of Vocabulary using food packages (T) is 26.32. The mean score of experimental group is 82.25, and the standard deviation is 5.84. The intervals of the mean are between 80 to 100. It can be concluded that the students of experimental group of the seventh grade students of SMP Negeri 23 Purworejo have excellent result on their vocabulary.
In control group, the highest score (H) is 86, the lowest (L) is 60, the range (R) is 26, the median (Me) is 76, the mode (Mo) is 70, and the total of students’ understanding of Vocabulary using food packages (T) is 23.86. The mean score of control group is 74.56, and the standard deviation was 6.66.The intervals of the mean are between 66 to 79. It can be concluded that the students of control group of the seventh grade students of SMP Negeri 23 Purworejo have good result on their vocabulary. 
		From the previous analysis, the level of significance is 5%, the conclusion of the evaluation of t-value is 4.90. The value of t-table is 2.000.Finally, the evaluation of t-value is higher than t-table that is 4.90 > 2.000. Based on the explanation above, the use of food packages in improving English vocabulary mastery at the seventh grade students of SMP Negeri 23 Purworejo in the academic year 2012/2013 is effective.

D. Conclusion and Suggestion
	The researcher concludes that there is any effectiveness of using food packages in improving English vocabulary mastery at the seventh grade students of SMP Negeri 23 Purworejo in the academic year 2012/2013 is effective. In this research, the result of t-value is 4.90. Then, the researcher consults the critical value on the t-table using the 5% (0.05) alpha level significance and the result of t-table was 2.000. It shows that t-value is higher than t-table (4.90 > 2.000). It means that the media used by researcher is effective in improving English vocabulary mastery at the seventh grade students of SMP Negeri 23 Purworejo in the academic year 2012/2013.
	Based on the result of the research, the researcher will give some suggestion as follows; For English teacher, they should choose the appropriate media and apply this media in teaching English especially in teaching vocabulary mastery. For the students, the students are suggested to use food packages as learning media because they can see and touch the media directly so that they can easily memorize the vocabulary. For the other researcher, this thesis hopefully can be used as a reference for the other researcher that has similar topic with the topic that the researcher writes. 
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
