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ABSTRACT


The design of the research is pre-experimental research. The word wall media has a great role to improve the students’ vocabulary mastery. It has been proved by analyzing the data from pre-test and post-test. The mean score of the students’ vocabulary in the post-test is 82.5. It increased from 57.92 in the pre-test result. After analyzing the data, the researcher concludes that teaching vocabulary using mind word wall media is effective. As a matter of fact, the result of t-value is 10.06 based on the 0.05 significant level, the value of t-table is 1.174. The result of computation shows that t-value is higher than t-table, that is 10.06>1.174. So, it can be stated that the hypothesis “the use of word wall for teaching vocabulary at fourth grade students of SD N 1 Brengkelan Purworejo in the academic year 2012/2013 is effective” is accepted.
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A. Introduction
Vocabulary is one of the elements of language that cannot be separated from learning English. It is hard to master the four language skills without mastering or understanding a number of vocabularies, because it is fundamental in language learning. According to Napa (2005:14), vocabulary is one of the components of language and no language exists without words.  Without words, we cannot talk anything with others. 
To teach vocabulary in elementary school, especially for children, is not an easy way. Sometimes the teacher uses a media as the teaching tools; any media that can be used is the word wall. Word wall can be a media to teach vocabulary for elementary school students. By using word wall, it is expected that the teacher will be able to motivate students to learn and pay attention to the material, so that they will not get bored. While using word wall will make students easier to understand the vocabulary in English. This media makes them more active to mention the words in English, because this media is interesting and enjoyable. It also gives a way to make teaching vocabulary more effective.

B. Research Method
The type of research is pre-experimental research. In this research, the researcher chooses SD N 1 Brengkelan Purworejo. Time of the research is on April 12th – April 26th 2013. The population of this research is all of the fourth grade students of SDN 1 Brengkelan Purworejo in academic year 2012/2013. The researcher takes only 24 students these are 7 female and 18 male from the fourth grade as the sample of the research. The researcher uses saturated sampling in taking the sample. In this study, the researcher uses written test as the instrument of collecting the data. The researcher gives pre-test and post-test to get the data. The researcher needs a data analysis. This analysis is relative to the computation in answering the problem statement. They are descriptive analysis and inferential analysis. The researcher gives treatment with word wall as the media. 

C. Research Finding and Discussion

From the data above, the researcher concluded the highest score (H) of pre-test was 90 while the highest score (H) of post-test was 100. The lowest score (L) of pre-test was 30 while the lowest score (L) of post-test was 50. The average score (M) of pre-test was 57.92 while the average score (M) of post-test was 82.5.  The standard deviation (SD) of pre-test was 16.14585 while the standard deviation (SD) of post-test was 14.2188. The median (Me) of pre-test was 55 while the median (Me) of post-test was 85. The mode (Mo) of pre-test was 55 while the mode (Mo) of post-test was 100. The range (R) of pre-test was 60 while the range (R) of post-test was 50. According to the students’ category (table 1), the mean of pre-test belongs to the sufficient because the mean was in the score 56 – 65. So, it could be the result of the pre-test sufficient while the mean of post-test belongs to the excellent because the mean was in the score 80 – 100. So, it could be the result of the post-test excellent.
From the previous analysis, the level of significance is 5%, the conclusion of the evaluation of t-value is 10.06. The value of t-table is 1.174. Finally, the evaluation of t-value is higher than t-table that is 10.06>1.174. Based on the explanation above, the use of word wall in increasing vocabulary mastery at the fourth grade students of SD N 1 Brengkelan Purworejo in the academic year of 2012/2013 is effective.


D. Conclusion and Suggestion
From the two samples, the mean score of the students who are taught by using word wall is 82.5, and the mean score of the students who are taught without it is 57.92. In addition, the result of t-test was 10.06. Then, the researcher consulted the critical value on the t-table using 5% (0.05) alpha level significance and the 23 degree of freedom was 1.174. Since the obtained t-value was higher than the critical value on the table, the hypothesis is accepted and the effect was significant. It can be concluded that the use of word wall in teaching vocabulary is effective to increase their vocabulary mastery at fourth grade in SD N 1 Brengkelan Purworejo in the academic year of 2012/2013.
The researcher hopes that this thesis will be useful and helpful for the teacher, students or the readers who are interested in English vocabulary. Here are some suggestions for English language teacher in teaching vocabulary; for the teacher; The teacher can use word wall in the teaching learning process as the alternative way to teach vocabulary that easier to understand by the students, for the students; The students are more active in participation of the learning to build their knowledge.
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
