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Abstract

This thesis is a descriptive qualitative study on using word stress of the English department of Muhammadiyah Unversity of Purworejo. The aims of the research are to know the students’ mastery on using word stress and to know the causes of error committed by students. The data was taken by recording of pronunciation test. The pronunciation test consists of two types of word stress. They are one stress syllable and two stress syllable. The test consists 40 items. The subject in this research was fourth semester students of English department of Muhammadiyah University of Purworejo, there were 40 students. To analyze the data, the researcher used Contrastive Analysis (CA).  The result of the study showed that the students’ mastery was very low since the average of mastery is 41.34%. Besides, the causes of error found Interlingual Error and Intralingual Error. Interlingual Error covers goofing and Intralingual Error covers false concept hypothesized, incomplete application of rules and ignorance of rule restriction. The percentage of goofing is 26.19 %, the percentage of false concept hypothesized is 40.47 %, the percentage of incomplete application is 30 %, andthe percentage of ignorance of rule restriction is 3.3 %.
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A. Introduction

      Language is an important device and a very beneficial tool for human being to communicate with other people. They can communicate with other group of people or nations. English is a global language, which is spoken by more and more people in the world. English is no longer viewed as the property of the English-speaking countries, but it is an international commodity sometimes referred to as World English or English as an International Language. 


     In universities, especially those providing faculty of teacher training and education, the teaching of English is intended to prepare its students as would-be teachers. Later, they have to guide their students to use English properly. Definitely, the mastery of English material should be seized far away before teaching. In accordance with those needs, the materials given in English Department include four integrated skills namely listening, reading, speaking and writing.



     Stress is one part of phonological items which requires special skill to put stress either in word or sentence form. Of course, it is not easy. So, continuous practice is a must. Errors are the flawed side of learner speech or writing (Dullay, Burt and Krashen, 1992:138). They are those parts of conversation or composition that delicate from some selected norm of mature language performance. It means that there is something wrong in norms of language performance; the making of errors is so unavoidable in learning process.


     The basic distinction between a mistake and an error is also based on the concept of corrigibility. If the learner is able to self-correct after using an incorrect expression or utterance, we are talking about a mistake. On the other hand, when the learner produces an unintentionally deviant utterance and is not able to self-correct, he or she committed an error (James, 1998:78). 
The causes of errors can be categorized into two main sections i.e intralingual errors and interlingual errors Richards (in Ellies 1994: 59). Intralingual errors are errors which reflect the general characteristics of rule learning arranges them into four categories namely over-generalization, ignorance of rule restricted, incomplete application of rules, and false concept hypothesized. Interlingual errors are errors caused by the interference of the learner’s mother tongue. The interlingual error covers goofing
 

      As for English department students of Muhammadiyah University of Purworejo, they have got lectures on stress, especially about word stress, in two lectures subjects namely Pronunciation and Phonology. 
B. Research Method 

       The goal of the research is to get the students’ mastery on using word stress and to know the causes of error committed by students. The researcher chose the fourth semester students of English Department at Muhammadiyah University of Purworejo as the population. It is 251 students. The researcher used random sampling to get the samples. The samples are 41 students. Since the error analysis is a process which involved human behavior in its natural setting the researcher decided to make use of the qualitative approach to the study. As Nunan (2007:4) suggests, qualitative methods, concern with the understanding of human behavior from the actor’s own frame of reference, exploratory, descriptive and process-oriented. So, this research is designed as descriptive qualitative. The research was held on April 22nd 2013.

       After getting all data needed, then the researcher transcribed the recording in diagram of symbols or key pattern to distinguish the stress. To analyze the data, the researcher applies an appropriate technique to find out the students’ mastery on using word stress and the causes of the error committed by the students. The researcher use Contrastive Analysis (CA) in analyzing the test. 
C. Finding and Discussion

From analyzing of the test, the researcher got some results. The mastery of the fourth semester students of English Department of Muhammadiyah University of Purworejo in the academic year of 2012/2013 in using word stress is very low, since the average of the mastery is 41.34 %. The types of errors that students commit in using word stress are interlingual error and intralingual error. Interlingual Error related to goofing and the percentage is 26.19 %. The intralingual errors related to false concept hypothesized, incomplete application of rules, and ignorance of the rule restrictions. The percentage of false concept hypothesized is 40.47 %, the percentage of incomplete application of rules is 30 %, and the percentage of ignorance of the rule restrictions is 3.3 %.
D. Conclusion and Recommendation

      The result shows that the students’ mastery on using word stress is very low since the average of mastery is 41.34%. The causes of error found are both interlingual and intralingual error. The interlingual error included goofing, besides the intralingual error included false concept hypothesized, incomplete application of rules and ignorance of rule restriction. From the result, the researcher can draw conclusions that the students’ errors influenced by interference from language one (mother language) and their competence in applying the knowledge about English. 

         Teachers are expected to change other teaching method to get more effective result on using word stress. Because the students’ error is caused by deficient competence of knowledge, so it is necessary for teachers to give a lot of drills on word stress practice to make the students accustomed to the material. The students are expected to practice listening or drilling English word to enrich the word stress. It is expected that they are not afraid to ask unclear material about pronunciation from the lecturer before the class is dismissed. The students can also enhance their knowledge about word stress and pronunciation by reading from many other literatures or from the internet.
