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Abstract

The objective of this research is to find out students’ ability when identifying independent and dependent clause in a recount text. In this research, the researcher applies a descriptive qualitative research in conducting the research. The location is at SMA N 8 Purworejo. The time  of research was conducted on Friday , May 17th,  2013. The subject of the research is students in XI IPA 3 academic year of 2012/2013. The researcher collected the data used test. It is multiple choice test. The researcher measures how is the great the object’s ability. The researcher analyzes the data by using simple formula to know the students’ ability and error. The data showed  results of the research study, the mean score second year student of SMA N 8  Purworejo is 63,33, and it is categorized fair ability in identifying independent clause and dependent clause in recount text. The errors are are addition 27 (90%) and misordering which is done by 27 (90%) of the students. The rest are omission which is done by 8 (26.67%) students, and misformation which is done by 17 (56.67%) students.

A. Introduction 
Language is the system of communication in speech and writing that is used by people of a particular country or area (Hornby, 2003: 752).  English is one of the most used languages of international which is spoken in many countries in the world. The objectives of English teaching cover the four language skills in English. Grammar is always used by them. One of the grammar materials is clause. There are two types of clause that is independent and dependent clause.  

Based on the background above, the researcher formulates the following research questions. First, How far is the ability in identifying independent and dependent clause in recount text of the eleventh year students of SMA N 8 Purworejo in 2012/2013 academic year? What kinds of errors  are made by the eleventh year students of SMA N 8 Purworejo in 2012/2013 academic year?  The objectives of this research are as follow first,  to know how far the ability in identifying independent and dependent clause in recount  text of  the eleventh year students of  SMA N 8 Purworejo in 2012/2013 academic year is. Second, to find out what kinds of error made by eleventh year students of  SMAN 8 Purworejo in 2012 / 2013 academic year. This research is to find out students’ ability when identifying  independent and dependent clause in a recount text. The  research expected to improve and will be teaching learning strategy. To the other researcher hopefully  useful as focusing in their reference identifying independent and dependent in recount text.
B. RESEARCH METHOD

In this research, the researcher applies a descriptive qualitative research for conducting the research.  The eleventh year student of SMA N 8 Purworejo, academic year of 2012/2013 as the subject of research. 
 The research focused only on analying students’ ability in indentifying students’ ability in independent and dependent clause in recount text.  It is XI IPA 3 as a source of data. The researcher uses a the instrument, it is multiple choise test to collect the data. Total of test items are 20 numbers. Question about independent clause and dependent clause is 10 items, and 10 numbers which consist of some kinds of error.
The researcher analysed the data by using simple formula to know the students’ ability and error identification made by the students in identifying independent and dependent clause. The researcher analyzed the data to describe tends by using statistics, the calculations of values based on numbers.
C. Research findings and discussions
In this research, researcher makes frequency table of students’ correct answer and wrong answer when identifying independent and dependent clause in recount text from 20 questions.  Then, the researcher calculated the percentage them from that table. The computation gives result that the percentage of the average correct answer is 63.33% and the percentage of average wrong answer is 36.67%.
According to the criteria of assessment for students’ mastery level, the researcher can concluded that the students’ ability in identifying independent and dependent clause from eleventh year students of SMA Negeri 8 Purworejo 2012/2013 academic year can be categorized as fair mastery level.
This research is identifying the kinds of error when identifying independent and dependent clause in recount text that possibly done by the students. The errors are addition, omission, misformation, and misordering.
Based on the collected data, the kinds of error made by students in XI IPA 3 are presented bellow:

D. CONCLUSION
