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Abstract
The research is conducted to find out whether or not there is effectiveness of using DLC in teaching writing of descriptive text to the eleventh grade students of SMA Muhammadiyah 1 Gombong in the academic year of 2012/2013. This research was conducted by using experiment design. The population in this research is students of SMA Muhammadiyah 1 Gombong. The researcher takes two classes as the sample to be analyzed, and the number of sample is 40 students. The researcher uses purposive sampling. The data statistic analyzed by using t-test. The result of computation shows that DLC is effective to teach writing of descriptive text. The value of t-test was 4.313. For the 5% significance level and 38 degree of freedom the critical value of t-table was 2.024. The value of t-test is higher than t-table (4.313>2.024). Based on hypothesis tested above, it could be concluded that Ha was accepted. Therefore, the hypothesis of this research which says “teaching by using Draw Label Caption (DLC) is effective to teach writing of descriptive text to the eleventh grade students of SMA Muhammadiyah 1 Gombong in the academic year of 2012/2013.

A. Background
English as an international language of communication is used by the people among the different countries whether in spoken or written. Teaching English in Indonesia is focused on communicative competence. The learners should be capable of using the four language skills, namely: listening, speaking, reading and writing. From the four of language skills, writing is most complicated and difficult for students to master; it needs long process to written. (Hornby, 1995:1382) states that Writing is an action to draw or mark symbols, words, etc. on a surface, usually paper with a pen, pencil, or an instrument. Most of students get difficulties in writing English. They cannot express their ideas, taking long time and energy; it is a long process. So, the teacher must have the suitable technique to make students learn it easily and students can understand quickly. There are some techniques used in teaching writing English. The researcher tries to choose DLC to teach writing descriptive text. It is a technique that can help students brainstorm before writing and introduce new vocabulary before writing by labeling everything in the picture.
B. Research Methods
This type of research can be categorized as a quantitative research with an experimental method. It says to because the researcher conducts an experimental method by giving treatment. In this research, the research is conducted at SMA Muhammadiyah 1 Gombong at eleventh grade in the academic year of 2011/2012. It was on 10th to 25th   April 2013. In this research, the population is the eleventh grade students of SMA Muhammadiyah 1 Gombong in the academic year 2012/2013. The sample of this research is 40 students, there XI IPA Excellent 1 as control group and XI IPA Excellent 2 as experimental group. The experimental group was given treatment by using DLC and the control group was not given. The researcher uses purposive sampling. In this research, the researcher used test as the instrument to collect the data. The research holds the test twice. There are pre-test and post-test.
To analyze the data, the researcher applies an appropriate technique to find out the influence of both variables of this research. There are descriptive analysis and inferential analysis. The descriptive analysis is used to describe the variable in this research. The statistics used are mean, standard deviation, mode, median, range, lowest score, and highest score. The inferential analysis is used to conclude the hypothesis. The researcher applies homogeneity analysis, normality analysis, and test-t to make the analysis more reliable. This analysis is used to know whether the use of DLC is effective to teach writing of descriptive text or not to the eleventh grade students of SMA Muhammadiyah 1 Gombong in the academic year of 2012/2013.
C. Research Finding and Discussion
The descriptive analysis is used to describe the variable of this research. The following table is a summary of descriptive analysis.

The inferential analysis was used to conclude the hypothesis. From the hypothesis analysis computation, the value of f is 1.14. Then, F value is lower than F table (1.14<2.17), it means that the variance of two samples was homogenous. The computation of normality analysis (using chi-square), the calculation of the Chi-square (X2) in post-test of experimental group was 5.02 and post-test of control group was 4.73. Then, it is compared with Chi-square table on the level 0.05 was 11.07. Because Chi-square obtained of experimental group and control group was lower than the value of Chi-square table, it could be said that the data was normal.
In addition, the researcher computed the data using t-test to make the analysis more reliable. The t-table was 2.024. The obtained t-value was 4.313. Thus, the t-value was higher than the critical value on the table (4.313>2.024).
The result of this research was effective to use DLC in teaching writing of descriptive text to the eleventh grade students of SMA Muhammadiyah 1 Gombong in the academic year of 2012/2013 that the students in experimental group had better development in the mean score than the control group in writing test. The group that used DLC as a technique got improvement in the mean score 72.40 than the group that did not use DLC who got 65.05. Moreover, the obtained t-value was 4.313. Thus, the t-value was higher than t-table (4.313>2.024). Based on the hypothesis testing, it could be concluded that Ho was rejected and Ha was accepted.                 
D. Conclusion 
After conducting the research and analyzing the data, the researcher tries to make some conclusions. Based on the research finding which has been discussed, the researcher concluded that there is effectiveness of using DLC in teaching writing of descriptive text to the eleventh grade students of SMA Muhammadiyah 1 Gombong in the academic year of 2012/2013. It is proved by the result of t-value. The number of subjects in this research is 40 students with degree of freedom (df) 38.. For five per cent significance level and 38 degree of freedom, the critical value on the t-table is 2.024. The t-table is 2.024 and obtained t-value is 4.313. Ho is refused and Ha is accepted because the t-value is higher than the critical value on the table (4.313>2.024). Therefore, using DLC to teach writing of descriptive text to the eleventh grade students of SMA Muhammadiyah 1 Gombong in the academic year of 2012/2013 is effective. 
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
