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Abstract

The research only concerns to find out whether children song as media to teach pronunciation is effective in improve student's pronunciation. The total population is 120 students of the fourth grade students of SD N Sukowaten Purworejo. The research applies a purposive sampling method to get samples. The total sample was 16 students. Then, the data was analyzed using the t-test method to find out whether there was any effectiveness of using children song to improve pronunciation to the fourth grade students of SD N Purworejo in the academic years of 2012/2013. The result of the mean score of the post test is higher than mean score of pre test (72.44>51.19). Then, the researcher consults the critical value on the t-table using 5% (0.05) alpha level significance and the degree of freedom is 2.131. It shows that t-value is higher than t-table (17.99>2.131) it means children song as media to improve the pronunciation mastery for the fourth grade students of the state Elementary School Sukowaten Purworejo is effective.
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A. Background
As we know, children’s curiosity is very high. The child actively attempts to create sense of the world and asks questions. Language is a mean of communication. People speak a language to express their idea, feeling, thought, and will be understood by others who know the language. One of language skills is speaking. Speaking is important in real life and it is a complex skill, so that speaking cannot be learned in isolation. It is supported by some components of a language and one of them is pronunciation. Pronunciation, then, is one of the important parts in teaching and learning English because it can support the mastery of the four language skills especially listening and speaking. Especially in learning pronunciation, teachers must make the students to be able to speak and to pronounce English with good pronunciation in English.
 
B.Research Method
	The population of this research is the four grades of SDN Sukowaten Purworejo in the academic year 2012/2013. The total number of population is 120 students. In this research the researcher takes one class which consists of 16 students of the four grade students of SD Sukowaten in the academic year of 2012/2013. This research is an experimental research because the researcher is doing the experiment to the students to find out the result of the effect of using children song as a media to improve pronunciation for the elementary students four class in Elementary school Sukowaten. 
		This research aims to determine the effectiveness of the treatment imposed on a sample of study which reviewed the initial capability. In this research design, the researcher uses pre-experimental design using one-group pretest-posttest design. Research instrument means all the instruments which are used by the researcher to get the data. 
		
B. Finding and Discussion
		The researcher conducted a research about the effectiveness of using children song to improve pronunciation mastery. The research is present the scores of the 16 students of the fourth grade students of SDN Sukowaten in the academic year of 2012/2013. The research used this kind of instrument to find out the effectiveness of children song. To collect the research the data, the research gave pre-test, treatment, and post-test. From the computation, the mean score of pre test is 51.19; it can be categorized as fairly sufficient and in this standard deviation of pre test 6.10 and the variance are 37.23.The data obtained shows that the highest score is 60 and the lowest score is 40 and the mean score of post test is 72.44; it can be categorized as good and in this computation standard deviation is 4.13 and the variance is 17.06. The data obtained show that the highest score is 80 and the lowest score is 65.
The calculations of the mean score of pre test and post test are 51.19 and 72.44. If we compared the two means, it clears that the mean of the post test was higher than the mean of the pre test. The difference between the two means is 21.25. It indicated that the treatment is effective. To make the analysis more reliable, the researcher analyzed it by using t-test poled variance formula. After commutating, the researcher got the t-value. It was 17.99. It can be concluded that the treatment was effective because t-value is higher than t-obtained or t table (17.99 > 2.131).  It would be interpreted in hypothesis testing.
The result of the computation of the t-test is 17.99 to know whether the hypothesis is accepted or rejected, the t-value is consulted to the t-table at 0.05 significance level as usually used in psychological and educational research. In testing hypothesis, the researcher commonly faced with the null hypothesis. By using the null hypothesis, the hypothesis statement will be easier to be proved. The hypothesis of this research (Ha) said that “the use of children song for improving students’ pronunciation mastery (a case study in fourth grade students of SDN Sukowaten Purworejo in the academic year of 2012/2013) is effective.” From the previous analysis, it showed that with the amount of samples (N1=16 and N2=16) and the level of significance was 5%, the result of the computation of t-value was 17.99. Based on the value in the t-table for N1=16 and N2=16 and the significance level was 5%, the value of t-table was 2.131. The computation shows that t-value was higher than t-table that was 17.99>2.131. It means that the hypothesis is accepted. After computing t-test and after knowing that the hypothesis is accepted, the theory meets the fact in this case. Then, from the computation exist in the previous section; the researcher concluded that the use of children song is effective in improving students’ pronunciation mastery at fourth grade students of SD N Sukowaten Purworejo in the academic year of 2012/2013. The theory was proved.

C. Conclusion 
Based on the research findings and discussion, the conclusion can be drawn that there is effectiveness of using song as media to improve pronunciation mastery for the fourth grade students of the state Elementary school Sukowaten purworejo. The result of the mean score of the post test is higher than mean score of pre test (51.19>72.44). In addition, the result of t-value is 17.99. Then, the researcher consults the critical value on the t-table using 5% (0.05) alpha level significance and the degree of freedom is 2.131. It shows that t-value is higher than t-table (17.99>2.131) it means children song as media to improve the pronunciation mastery for the fourth grade students of the state Elementary School Sukowaten Purworejo is effective.
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
