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Abstract 
This study is purposed to know the ability and the difficulties of the students by identifying the grammatical error in making direct and indirect speech. The test- takers of this study are the 1st year students of Sudirman Islamic senior high school of purworejo in the academic year of the 2012/2013”. 

The findings of the analysis show that first: the 1st year students of Sudirman Islamic state senior high school of Purworejo have got 68 % in mastering direct and indirect speech (fair). In the statement type, they have got 67 % (fair); Command type 71 % (fair); Question type 67% (fair); second; they are some error of students in use of direct and indirect speech in writing. The students occasionally omit some grammatical morphemes; add some items which must not appear in the right utterance, supply incorrect morpheme or structure, and disorder in contractions that require a reversal of word – order rules.
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A. Background of The Study

As human being, we speak a language as a means of communication. All people in the world speak a language, no matter what their race or ethnic group is. With language, man can express his ideas and wishes to other people. There are thousands languages spoken throughout the word. Language allows us to interact with other so that we get information. De porter (1992: 297) said that there are abundant information’s which are very easy to e gained; it makes rapid changing of the word. To collect data, the writer used essay test. For accomplishing this study, thirty students were asked to do the test in 90 minutes, including 25 test items. The data were analyzed by using error analysis technique. The data were classified based on the surface strategy taxonomy. The grammatical errors are classified into four types. They are omission, addition, misformation, and misordering (Dulay, 1982: 150).
The findings of the analysis show that first: the 1st year students of Sudirman Islamic senior high school of Purworejo have got 68 % in mastering direct and indirect speech (fair). In the statement type, they have got 67 % (fair); Command type 71 % (fair); Question type 67% (fair); second; they are some error of students in use of direct and indirect speech in writing. The students occasionally omit some grammatical morphemes; add some items which must not appear in the right utterance, supply incorrect morpheme or structure, and disorder in contractions that require a reversal of word – order rules.
E. Conclusion
The students were asked to identify the direct and indirect speech in objective. the purpose of this assignment is to know whether the 1st year student of sudirman Islamic senior high school of purworejo in the academic year of the 2012/2013” in using direct and indirect speech in writing are able or not and to know whether they found a problem or not. 

The most general conclusion can be drawn from the collected data is that the students score is two kinds of test are quite different. In the true test, the mean score of the students in identifying direct and indirect speech in objective was 69% meanwhile; the false test shows that the students mean score in writing sentence by using direct and indirect speech was 31%. It means that the 1st year students of Sudirman Islamic state senior high school of purworejo in the academic year of the 2012/2013” are not able to use direct and indirect speech in writing. From the data collected the writer can identify that the students found a problem in using direct and indirect speech in writing.
The teacher should explain the use of direct and indirect speech in writing to the student clearly together with the explanation and exercise. The teacher should recognize the point of the students’ weaknesses in using direct and indirect speech in writing because by knowing the difficulties in their learning. He / she will get a feedback for him / her to propose a better service to the students’. Furthermore, the teacher should give more exercises to the student. This is because of the fact that several students still have difficulties in making direct and indirect speech in writing.
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
