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Abstract

The research is descriptive research. The aim of the research is to know the influence of Positive attitude of the English teacher toward students’ learning achievement of English at SMA N 1 Mirit in academic year 2012/2013. The sample of this research is XI grade of sciences 1 consist of 30 students. The researcher uses random sampling The researcher used the questionnaire and the documentation score of second semester to get the data. To test the hypothesis the researcher use the pearson’s product moment. The result of this research shows that the Positive attitude is one of the factor in learning achievement, especially in learn foreign language. Teacher attitude is very important, especially at the beginning in learn English. A positive attitude often leads learners to use a variety of learning strategies that can facilitate skill development in language learning. The positive attitude of the English teacher in SMA N 1 Mirit is sufficient and the correlation between the positive attitude of the English teacher toward students’ learning achievement of English  is high. It shows from the result of the mean score is 81.17. And the result of student’s learning achievement of English is good. It shows from the 30 students of eleventh grade that the final score of second semester is as follow the mean score was 71.13. The researcher  gets the 0.778 as the result of correlation is high. 
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A. Background of the Study
English is one of the main school in subject in Indonesian students. English is really important to learn because it’s an international language. In this globalization era, English, as the world language for language for international communication and science, will be used for communication in many countries. In the classroom activities, the teacher will be attend with many students who have different activities. Every student has different character like they just listening, hearing, or seeing. But some students write what the teacher said or they just listen and walk for long time when they study. So, in the statement above we can conclude that the teacher must give the attention or choose the best strategy used in learning. The different behavior that is because the attitude of the teacher what they like, so it is determine the students learning achievement of English. The teacher always motivates the students to study, but they often fail to improve the students’ achievement. In the situation, the teacher has an important role in students learning achievement of English, there is an effect between the teacher attitude and the achievement in learning English. 

B. Research Method
The design of the research is descriptive quantitative research, because to finding out whether or not there is any positive and significant influence in positive attitude of the English teacher toward students learning achievement of English. This research consists of two variables. There are independent and dependent variables. The independent variable is the positive attitude of the English teacher and the dependent variable is the students learning achievemenof Engish. The first take the data use the questionnaire and the second is uses the documentation of the final test score in the second semester in the academic year of 2012/2013. To test the hypothesis of this research uses pearson’ product moment. This research was conducted at 27th of May 2013. This research take place at SMA N 1 Mirit and the subject of this study is the XI grade sciences 1. The researcher uses random sampling because the population of this research is 120 students and takes 30 students  as the sample of this research.

The table above shows that the mean score of the positive attitude of the English teacher is 81.17, it is from the total score the result of questionnaire 2134 from 30 students.  From the convention category of positive attitude is Mi up to (Mi+1,5 Di) in interval class 62.25- 81.25 and the frequency  60 % from 18 students get the result of attitude is  sufficient level. It means that the positive attitude of the English teacher in eleventh grade IPA 1 is sufficient. The mean score of  the students’ learning achievement of English is 71.18, from the total score of students’ learning achievement of English is 2435 and the frequency 86% from 26 students have a good achievement, it’s mean that the students in SMA N 1 Mirit the eleventh grade have a good achievement of English. The result of correlation score is 0.778, in r-value 0.60-0.799 is high. So, the effect between the positive attitude of the English teacher and the students’ learning achievement of English is high correlation and any significant and influence effect between the positive attitude of the English teacher toward studens’ learning achievement of English in SMAN 1 Mirit in the academic year of 2012/2013.

D. Conclusion 
Positive attitude is very important in language learning, instructional activities and materials should be exciting, stimulating, and interesting to learners. Achievement is a result which has been reach (from what have been done). In relation which with learning process, learning achievement is the mastering of knowledge or skill which have been developed through subject, generally shown in test score / scores which given by teacher. The influence of the positive attitude that the attitude is very important in improving the students learning achievement. It show that the achievement is good because the teacher has positive attitude. The significant influence of the positive attitude of English teacher is in the level 62.5-81.25, the mean score is 81.17 and the percentage is 60%. It means the English teacher of eleventh grade in the academic year 2012/2013 have a positive or sufficient attitude toward students learning achievement.The English learning achievement of eleventh grade students in SMA N 1 Mirit is good. The mean score is 71.13, it means that the mean (M) in 66-79 is good level. There is any significant and positive influence between the positive attitude and the learning achievement, It shows from the correlation between the positive attitude of the English teacher toward students learning achievement of English is high.
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
