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ABSTRACT
The aim of this research is to know whether there is any effectiveness of using semantic mapping technique in teaching English vocabulary to the seventh grade of Islamic Junior High School of Tarbiyatul Ulum Titrtomoyo, Kebumen in the academic year of 2012/2013.In this research, the researcher took 66 students. The researcher conducted pre-test and post-test. The researcher uses semantic mapping technique to teach English vocabulary. Statically, the researcher analyzed the data by using t-test. The result of the research shows that teaching English vocabulary using semantic mapping technique is effective. Since it was found that the result of the t-value is 3.39 based on the 0.05 significance level, the value of the t-table is 2.00. The computation shows that the t-value is higher than t-table that is 3.39>2.00. So, it can be  stated that the alternative hypothesis” the use of semantic mapping to improve vocabulary mastery at the students to the seventh grade of Islamic Junior High School of Tarbiyatul Ulum Titrtomoyo, Kebumen in the academic year of 2012/2013 is effective.
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A. Background 
English is one of international languages for communication in the world. It is regarded as the first foreign languages, which should be mastered by everyone. Therefore, English has been adopted since it is the most widely used language in many kinds of field, especially in the field of education, technology, knowledge, social politics, business, art, trade, etc. So, English language is an important thing in all levels of study.
An education process is not only done in one place, but also can be done in houses, in society and schools. Actually there are many problems in learning English. One of the causes of it is vocabulary mastery. Vocabulary is very important to support in communication. 
The students still have difficulty in understanding a new word or a new vocabulary. The students can’t memorize well. Moreover, the teacher is expected to be creative in front of the class when dealing the English subject. The teacher must give the appropriate teaching technique. As the researcher know that so many kinds technique teaching can be chosen. Furthermore, before choosing one of teaching technique; firstly the researcher has to know the level of the students, because the students have many kinds of characteristic in each level. In this researcher takes the students in level of Junior High School.
The aim introducing English to junior high school students is to motivate them to be ready in learning English in the higher level. Vocabulary is given emphasized since it is important to help them to support the four language skills, which consist of reading, writing, speaking, and listening. Hornby (1995: 1331) said that vocabulary is the total number of words in language. Words are symbols for ideas. They are used by people to explain their thoughts. And according to Napa (1991: 6) vocabulary is one of the components of language and that no language exists without words. Words are sign or symbols for ideas. They mean that the more words we learn, the more ideas we should have. So, we can communicate the ideas more effectively. 
In junior high school need special technique to achieve the success in teaching and learning process. Learning words is not like ticking off items on a shopping list when they have been bought. Learning words is a continual process. It needs to be met and recycled at interval, in different activities, with new knowledge and new connections developed each time the same words are met again (Cameron, 2001: 84). Students need to meet and use the words again and again so that it is available for use in the longer term.
Semantic mapping is a strategy that can be used in all disciplines to demonstrate the relationships between ideas. According to Zaid (1995: 6) semantic mapping is an effective technique for teaching vocabulary and textual patterns of organization, and it is also effective for improving note taking and creative thinking skills. It is a visual strategy for vocabulary expansion and extension of knowledge by displaying in categories words related to one another. Semantic mapping makes students learn vocabulary more easily. It enhances vocabulary development by helping student link new information with previous experience. While it draws on prior knowledge, it recognizes important components and shows relationship among the components. Since semantic mapping builds on prior knowledge and is an active form of learning, it can be a very effective teaching tool.
 Therefore, the writer using semantic mapping to improve the students’ vocabulary mastery for the students of junior high school at the Seventh- Grade of Islamic Junior High School of Tarbiyatul Ulum Titrtomoyo, Kebumen in the academic year of 2012/2013. Using a semantic mapping is one of the techniques to teach vocabulary easily and interestingly. The students need something clear and real to help them easier in memorizing the vocabulary which they learn.  The students will be interested and more enthusiastic in learning vocabulary. The writer hopes English vocabulary mastery can be improved and not be bored in studying English.  In the study, the writer will present “the effectiveness of teaching English vocabulary using semantic mapping technique”.
The objective of this research is to find out whether there is significant effect or not of semantic mapping technique in teaching vocabulary mastery for the Seventh- Grade of Islamic Junior High School of Tarbiyatul Ulum Titrtomoyo, Kebumen in the academic year of 2012/2013.

B. Research Method
This research was carried out on 30st April to 7th Mei 2013. The research was conducted at “Islamic Junior High School of Tarbiyatul Ulum Titrtomoyo, Kebumen.
The population and sample in this research is the Seventh- Grade of Islamic Junior High School of Tarbiyatul Ulum Titrtomoyo, Kebumen in the academic year of 2012/2013. The population of this study consists of 62 students.
The research is an experimental research because the researcher is doing experiment and giving treatment to compare the result of the pre-test and the post-test. The researcher used descriptive data analysis of percentage in order to describe the fact. 
The sampling technique that is used in this research is purposive sampling technique. Then, the research instrument is used pre-test and pos-test. Pre-test which is given before the treatment and pos-test which is give after the treatment. In collecting the data, the researcher prepared the research instrument, and the gives pre-test and post-test. After that, the researcher analyzed the students’ worksheet.

C. Findings And Discussion
This research is quantitative research. So, it is need a data analysis. To analyze the data, the researcher applies an appropriate technique to find out the influence of both variables of this researh, that is descriptive analysis, infrential analysis, and test of hypothesis. The researcher analyzed the data using the scoring system.

From the previous analysis, it showed that with the number of samples (N1 = 32 and N2 = 30) and the level of significance was 5%, the result of the computation of t-value was 3.39. Based on the value in the t-table for N1 = 32 and N2 = 30 and the significance level was 5%, the value of t-table was 2.00. The computation shows that t-value was higher than t-table that was 3.39>2.00.
So, the hypothesis is accepted. The value of t-test was 5.58. After computing t-test separated variance, and after knowing that the hypothesis was accepted, the theory met the fact in this case. Then, from the computation in the previous section; the researcher concluded that there is a significant effect of vocabulary mastery and it can give positive contribution towards the students’ vocabulary mastery at the seventh grade students of Islamic Junior High School of Tarbiyatul Ulum Titrtomoyo, Kebumen in the academic year of 2012/2013.

D. Conclusion and Suggestion
Based on the analysis of the data, the testing hypothesis and the discussion in the previous chapter, the conclusion can be drawn that teaching vocabulary by using semantic mapping in improving students’ vocabulary mastery at the Seventh- Grade students of Islamic Junior High School of Tarbiyatul Ulum Titrtomoyo, Kebumen in the academic year of 2012/2013 is effective. The mean score of the students who are taught by using semantic mapping technique is 74.83, and the mean of the students who are taught without it is 66.56. By analyzing t-test formula, it is obtained that the result of t-test is higher than t-table is 3.39>2.00.
The suggestion of this research will be addressed to the teacher and the students. The first is addresed to the teacher, they can apply semantic mapping technique in the teaching learning process as the alternative way to teach vocabulary that easier to understand by the students. The second is addresed to the students: they  could catch the material given by the teacher, not only know about  the meaning of some words , but also understand the words and know how to relate some words to other word. The students are more active in participation of learning to build their knowledge. 
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
