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Abstract

The purpose of this research is to find out, classify the kind of pronouns and describe the function of pronouns used in the novel entitled Tuesdays with Morrie written by Mitch Albom. This research is a descriptive qualitative research. The researcher analyzes the data by reading the novel, collecting the data, and analyzing the data by identifying and classifying the kinds of English pronouns. The result of this study shows that there are eight kinds of English pronouns from the analysis of data. They are personal pronouns, possessive pronouns, reflexive pronouns, relative pronouns, interrogative pronouns, demonstrative pronouns, indefinite pronouns, and reciprocal pronouns. Overall, the kind of English pronouns that becomes dominant is personal pronouns. They have some functions which are found in this research. The function of personal pronouns is used to indicate the subject or the object of a sentence, possessive pronouns is used to show the possession, reflexive pronouns is used to indicate reflexively and emphasize as a substitute personal pronoun, relative pronouns is used to connect two clauses, interrogative pronouns is used to ask the question with the wh-series which is like the relative pronouns, demonstrative pronouns is used to point out something, indefinite pronouns is used to be indefinite number or quantity of people or things, reciprocal pronouns is used to combine the ideas in the same way between two people or a group of people.

A. Introduction

Language is the system of communication used by the people as a tool to deliver their interaction and get in contact with others easily. Therefore, Mitch always visits him regularly in every Tuesdays as if they study back at the college. As a former student, Mitch Albom has a second chance because a miracle has brought them to meet again in the last months of college professor’s life. That is why the researcher will analyze the use of pronouns in the novel entitled Tuesdays with Morrie written by Mitch Albom because there is a language aspect about English pronouns in this novel. It is also very important to give some influences in our skill to master English language well by reading this novel.
B. Method

The object of this study used in this research is novel entitled Tuesdays with Morrie by Mitch Albom. In this research, the researcher uses a descriptive qualitative method. From the table above, the researcher finds that most English pronouns used in Novel Tuesdays with Morrie is the personal pronouns which contain 3962 from 5065 words of pronouns. The less of pronouns is the possessive pronouns which contain 10 from 5065 words of pronouns. For further discussion, the researcher gives some examples from kinds of English pronouns in the novel entitled Tuesdays with Morrie written by Mitch Albom, as follows:

1. Personal pronoun:
- It is the late spring of 1979, a hot, sticky Saturday afternoon. (Albom, 1997:3)

2. Possessive pronoun:


- I wrote about famous athletes chasing theirs. (Albom, 1997:16)

3. Reflexive pronoun:


- Eva would accept nothing less than excellence in school . . . She herself went to night school to improve her English. (Albom, 1997:77)

4. Relative pronoun:


- I threw away any mail that came from Brandeis University, figuring they were only asking for money. (Albom, 1997:17)
5. Interrogative pronoun:


- A thousand miles away, in my house on the hill, I was casually flipping channels. I heard these words from the TV set – “Who is Morrie Schwartz?” – and went numb. (Albom, 1997:23)
6. Demonstrative pronoun:

- I hand my professor a present, a tan briefcase with his initials on the front. I bought this the day before at a shopping mall. (Albom, 1997:4)

7. Indefinite pronoun:
- I had tried calling my brother in Spain several times. (Albom, 1997:130)
8. Reciprocal pronoun:

- Two Minnesota children had shot each other playing with their father’s guns. (Albom, 1997:182)
D. Conclusion
After collecting and analyzing the data, the researcher found that there are 5065 English pronouns which can be divided into eight categories. The functions of English pronouns in the Novel entitled Tuesdays with Morrie are personal pronouns is used to indicate the subject or the object of a sentence; possessive pronouns is used to show the possession; reflexive pronouns is used to indicate reflexively and emphasize as a substitute personal pronoun; relative pronouns is used to connect two clauses; interrogative pronouns is used to ask the question with the wh-series which is like the relative pronouns; demonstrative pronouns is used to point out something; indefinite pronouns is used to be indefinite number or quantity of people or things; reciprocal pronouns is used to combine the ideas in the same way between two people or a group of people. 
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
