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Abstract
The objective of the study is to find out whether clustering techniques effective to and to find out whether clustering techniques able to improve students’ writing descriptive text at the tenth grade students of SMA Muhammadiyah Kutoarjo. In this research, the researcher took two classes as the sample. One class as control group and one class as experimental group. Each class consist 32 students and the total sample is 64 students. The result of pre-test in experimental group before the researcher gave the treatment is 69.37, and the result of post-test after the researcher gave the treatment is 76.25. The result of t-test value is 6.46.The result shows that the sample was 64 students with degree of freedom (df) 62. For the 5 % significance level and 62 degree of freedom, the critical value on the table was 1.999. from the explanation, it can be concluded that t-value was higher than the t-table (2.33>1.999).. In short, using clustering technique can improve students ability in writing descriptive text.

A. Background 
Writing skill is one of the important competences that must be mastered by students because that language is not only in spoken form, but also in written form. This skill focus on words, phrase, sentence pattern and grammar, and focus on the idea of each paragraph in the text contextually. Harmer (2001:68) states that anything the teacher can do to make writing easier for the students must be a good idea. What kind of teaching technique should the teacher develop?  It needs a serious study and experiment to find the appropriate teaching strategies. Whatever the teaching technique the teacher chooses, it must be beneficial for both teachers and students. Hoshima and Hogue (1999: 8) state that clustering technique is another brainstorming activity that the students can use to generate ideas. This technique is hoped to solve the problem because usually students get difficulties to develop their idea in writing activity because they are poor in vocabulary and grammar. It gives the influence in quality of writing. The form of clustering technique is easy to understand especially by the students and it can give a new style in writing activity.
B. Research Method

The type of this research is quantitative research. It was conducted on students in tenth grade students in SMA Muhammadiyah Kutoarjo in academic year 2012/ 2103 on May 21st, 2013 up to May 31st, 2013. This research divided into three sections. The first is pre test, the second is treatment, and the last is post test. The researcher took two classes as the sample. One class as control group and one class as experimental group. Each class consist 32 students and the total sample is 64 students. In collecting the data, the researcher used essay test as instrument. The researcher gave two tests that are pre-test and post-test. The test is intended to find out the effectiveness of using clustering technique to teach writing descriptive text.
In this research, the researcher used descriptive analysis and inferential analysis to analyze the data. The descriptive analysis is to describe the effectiveness of using clustering technique to teach writing descriptive text before and after the researcher gave the treatment by writing descriptive text using clustering technique. The descriptive analysis consists of the computation of mean, median, mode, standard deviation, and variance. Meanwhile, the inferential analysis consists of test of normality, test of homogenity, and test of hypothesis. 
C. Finding and Discussion
The description of the data is aimed to find out whether clustering echnique was effective or not for teaching writing descriptive text.  As previously stated, the researcher gave the treatment for experimental group by using clustering technique. The following table would show the analysis of students’ score in pre-test and post-test. The analysis was done by taking the score of the pre-test and post-test.

The chart below shows the difference post test achievement of experimental group and control group. The students who got score excellent category were 9 students (28.13%) of experimental group. On the contrary, there were 8 students (25%) of control group who belong to excellent category. Another fact it shows that there were 21 students (65.62%) who got score good in experimental group and 14 students (43.75%) who got score good in control group. In experimental group 2 students (6.25%) who got score sufficient and 10 students (31.25%) in control group who got sufficient. There was no student who got fairy sufficient in experimental group and in control group.

Furthermore, in the inferential analysis, the researcher computed test of normality, test of homogeneity, and test of hypothesis. The researcher used the 5% (0.05) significance level. After getting the t-value, the researcher consulted the critical value on the t-table to check whether the difference was significance or not.The number of subjective in this research was 64 students with degree of freedom (df) 62. For the 5% significance level and 62 degree of freedom, the critical value on the table was 1.999. From the explanation above, it can be concluded that t-table was 1.999.  The obtained t-value was 2.33. So, that t-value was higher than the critical value on the table (2.33>1.999). There is significant effect teaching using clustering technique to improve the students’ writing ability.

D. Conclusion and Suggestion
Based on the research finding which has been discussed, the researcher makes the conclusions. The conclusions is using clustering technique can improve the students’ writing ability in descriptive text. We can see that the result of the test before and after using clustering technique is different in which the students’ score is higher after they are taught by using the technique or after they are given the treatment. Moreover, we can see that the result of t-test of post test between experimental class and control class. Therefore, clustering technique is effective in to teach writing descriptive text to the students.

Based on the conclusion above, the researcher would like to propose some suggestions.
For English teacher, English teachers can use clustering as a technique in teaching writing descriptive text. By using this technique, the teacher can improve their students’ writing ability and can encourage their interest in learning English. English teacher can use another techniques as a learning technique to enhance the students' competence not only in writing descriptive text but also in writing other genres.

For the students, the students can improve their writing ability in descriptive text if they have motivation to study and always pay attention to the teacher’s explanation in the teaching-learning process. And students can learn English in a group or make a group study so that they can share their ideas each other. Students can work with other individuals from other groups working on the same segment of the report. 
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
