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Abstract

The purpose of this research is to know whether there is any effectiveness of using picture in teaching writing skill to the eighth grade of the Sekolah Luar Biasa Putra Pertiwi Kebumen in the academic year 2012/2013. In this research, the researcher took 8 students of the eighth grade of Sekolah Luar Biasa Putra Pertiwi Kebumen in the academic year 2012/2013 as the population and sample using purposive sampling technique. The researcher conducted pre-test, treatment, and post-test. The researcher uses picture to teach writing. Statically, the researcher analyzed the data by using t-test. The result of this research found that the use of Picture to improve Hearing-Impaired Students’ Writing Skill is effective.  As the fact, the result of t-value is 4.81 based on 0.05 significance level, the value of t-table 1.895, the computation shows that t-value is higher than t-table that is 4.81>1.895. So, it can be stated that the alternative hypothesis “the use of picture to improve writing skill on the students of eighth grade of Sekolah Luar Biasa Putra Pertiwi Kebumen in the academic year 2012/2013 is effective.
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A. Background 
In the Indonesian context, education is the important thing in main priority of the governments’ program. Such as in the 1945 Constitution of the Republic of Indonesia, Chapter XIII concerning Education Article 31, Item (1) declares that: “Every citizen has the right to receive education” (the 1945 Constitution of the Republic of Indonesia, the fourth amendment of 2002, 2012:11). Every citizen means all of the people, including the people with special need. 
One of the educations in Indonesia is language education. Language is the basis of humanity, especially in the communication need. It means that language is the most effective media that can adopt the human to express their feelings. By using language, human beings can make a good communication with other. 
English becomes the most important language that must learn because it is the common language used for international language. English is used both in oral and written communication. English in Indonesia becomes the first foreign language which has to be taught in schools as a compulsory subject, including in Sekolah Luar Biasa. 
Teaching English in Sekolah Luar Biasa is very important for students. In learning English, the students can learn four language skills, which consisting of listening, reading, speaking, and writing. Writing is one of the important skills in learning English. Writing is both physical and mental act (Nunan, 2003:38). Writing is the important thing for each people, no exception to hearing-impaired students. Smart A. (2012: 34) states that hearing-impaired is the general term that is use to call the condition’s people who is suffering affliction in the sense of hearing. Whereas the child with hearing-impaired is the child who is suffering less or loss of ability to hear which is caused hard of hearing or deaf of sense of hearing is doesn’t work (Delphi, 2006: 102). So, his/her language development was bound (Sumantri, 2012: 94). He/she need the guidance and special curse in order they reach the blast life.
Teaching writing to hearing-impaired student is not easy, because they had lost of part or whole of the ability to hear. The inability to hear is automatically impeding the whole development of language such as speaking, reading, and writing. The hearing-impaired students are also difficult to receive the information of word that they had heard, so the mastery of vocabulary is very little (poor vocabulary). They also have difficulty of using grammar correctly on their sentences, so they are difficult to arrange the sentence; and they also have difficulty of writing the structure of the word that they speak. In teaching English, especially teaching writing to hearing-impaired student, the teacher should pay attention not only on how they can implement the right techniques but also on how these techniques are suited to the hearing-impaired students’ characteristics. Hearing-impaired students need visualization of something. They cannot capture the something that abstract. Therefore, teaching English to hearing-impaired is need visualization.
To help the hearing-impaired students in developing and improving the writing skill is need one of visual learning media. There are several techniques which are available especially to hearing-impaired students such as using sign language and optimization of visual absorption with visualization learning patterns (picture, photo, concrete object, diagram, etc). The use of visual media can facilitate students understanding and strengthen memory. Visual media can also increase the students’ interest and give the relationship between the fill materials to the real world (Arsyad, 2011: 91). Teaching will be more effective when objects and events that teaching materials can be visualized realistically resemble the real situation (Sudjana and Rivai, 2010: 9).
Teaching English using picture media is one of the ways which can be used by the teacher in order to improve the hearing-impaired students’ writing skill. Picture is important visual media and can be found easily (Munadi, 2008: 89). He also says that picture can makes the people to capture the ideas and information contained therein clearly than expressed by the words. We predict, deduce and infer, not only from what we hear and read, but also from what we see around us and from what we remember having seen (Wright, 2004:2). He also states those pictures are not just an aspect of method but through their representation of places, objects, and people they are an essential part of the overall experiences.
The objective of this research is to find out whether there is effectiveness of using picture media or not in teaching writing to the eighth grade of Sekolah Luar Biasa Putra Pertiwi Kebumen in the academic year 2012/2013. 

B. Research Method
This research was conducted at Sekolah Luar Biasa Putra Pertiwi Kebumen. It is located in St. Kejayan, Tamanwinangun, Kebumen. This research is conducted on May 7th – 28th, 2013.
The population and the sample in this research is the eighth grade students of Sekolah Luar Biasa Putra Pertiwi Kebumen in the academic year of 2012/2013. The population of this study consists of 8 students.
This research is a case study, because it’s about the status of subject of the research that connected with one specific (Nazir, 1999:66). This research also has a limited of subject. The research method used descriptive quantitative research. The design used pre-experimental design using “one-group pretest-posttest design.”
The sampling technique that is used in this research is purposive sampling technique. Then, the research instrument is used pre-test and post-test. Pre-test which is given before the treatment, and post-test which is given after the treatment. In collecting the data, the researcher prepared the research instrument, and then gives the pre-test, and post-test. After that, the researcher analyzed the students’ worksheet. 

C. Research Finding and Discussion 
This research is quantitative research. So, it is need a data analysis. To analyze the data, the researcher applies an appropriate technique to find out the influence of both variables of this research, that is descriptive analysis, inferential analysis, and test of hypothesis. The researcher analyzed the data using the scoring system.

The calculation of the mean score of pre-test is 53. After doing the writing pre-test, the researcher has done the writing post-test. The mean score of writing post-test is 75.38. the level of significant to use had been devided. The researcher uses the 5% (0,05) significance level.
The number of subjects in this research is 8 students with degree of freedom (df) 7. The degree of freedom can be found with the formula n-1. For five percent significance level and 8 degree of freedom, the critical value on the t-table was 2.3646. From the explanation above, it can be concluded that the t-table is 2.3646. The obtained t-value was 4.81. So, the t-value is higher than the critical value on the table (4.81 > 2.3646). It can be concluded that the use of picture media in teaching writing is effective to improve their writing skill at the eighth grade Hearing-impaired student of Sekolah Luar Biasa Putra Pertiwi Kebumen in the academic year 2012/2013.
D. Conclusion and Suggestion
Teaching writing using picture media can make the teaching-learning activities more interesting and make the students more active. It can be seen on the result of the students’ test which has been increased. The average of the result test 1 is 53 and the average of the result test 2 is 75.38. It is mean that, the picture is effective to improve hearing-impaired students’ writing skill at the eighth grade Hearing-impaired student of Sekolah Luar Biasa Putra Pertiwi Kebumen in the academic year 2012/2013.
The suggestion of this research will be addressed to the headmaster, teachers, and students. The first is addressed to the headmaster of Sekolah Luar Biasa Putra Pertiwi Kebumen, the headmaster should have the data of the level of hearing-impairment of each student. It’s to give the description and classification of the students in the learning. 
The second is addressed to the English teacher of Sekolah Luar Biasa Putra Pertiwi Kebumen, the teacher can use the picture as a media in teaching, should provide the interesting activities and material in order to make the student more active in the learning activities. Then, the teacher should explain more detail in each explain in order all of the student more understand about the material. And also the teacher can improve their creativities in using the method and media in teaching.
The third is addressed to the students in Sekolah Luar Biasa Putra Pertiwi Kebumen, the students should study hard to improve their ability and achievement in school. 
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
