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Abstract

This final project is experimental research. The aim of the study was to increase students' interest in learning and applying effective strategies and beneficial for students to increase their proficiency in the English language in particular to increase speaking skill to the tenth grade students of SMK BKM Bekasi. One of the appropriate media that can be functioned to enhance students’ speaking skill is Situational Picture Card. In this study, experimental research was used to obtain the information related to the research problems. In this study test is conducted to find out whether there are significant chances in experimental group after being given situational picture or not. The result of this study showed that teaching speaking by using Situational Picture Card can increase the students’ speaking skill. Based on the result of pre-test and post-test, the mean score of the pre-test was 64.04. Meanwhile, the mean score of post-test was 74.04. It means that there was an improvement on the students’ speaking skill. In addition, the result of the computation of t-value (t-test) is 5.585. The computation shows that t-value is higher than t-table that is 5.585 > 2.00. So the hypothesis is accepted. After computing t-test separated variance, and after knowing that the hypothesis is accepted. It means that there is significant effective of using Situational Picture Card as a technique in teaching speaking to improve students speaking to the tenth grade students of SMK BKM Bekasi.
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A. Background
Communication is very important to all aspects of life. Communicating with others is our daily routine. Every individual needs to be well equipped with the tools to communicate effectively, whether it is on the personal front, or at work. Effective communication is a key to maintain good personal relationships with your spouse, parents, children and friends. Speaking is one of the central elements of communication. In EFL (English Foreigner language) teaching, it is an aspect that needs special attention and instruction. In order to provide effective attention, it is necessary for teacher of EFL to carefully examine the factors, condition and components that underlie speaking effectiveness. Effective instruction derived from the careful analysis of this area, together with sufficient language input and speech-promotion activities will gradually help learners improve their English speaking ability. Renandya(1999:230). Based on the Grolier International Dictionary (1996:717) picture means a visual representation or image painted, drawn, photographed, on a flat surface. According to oxford. 1995: 31) Picture means painting, drawing or photograph, especially as a work of art.

B. Research Method
 The research was conducted in SMK Bekasi. This research was carried out on 13 july 2013. This research took at tenth grade students of SMK Bekasi in academic year 2012/2013 as the subjects of the research. This research is divided into three sections. The first is pre-test, the second is treatment, and the last is post test. The researcher concludes that this research belongs to quantitative research. The research is an experimental research because the researcher is doing experiment and giving treatment to compare the result of the pre-test and the post-test at the first grade students of SMK Bekasi in the academic of year 2012/2013.
C. Finding and Discussion
This part presented the result of the students’ achievement and the researcher collected some data concerning the test result. The researcher also finds out whether the situational picture is effective or not in improving students’ speaking skill and the researcher analyzed the result of the test conducted in experimental group and control group.

From the score table, the researcher concludes the highest score of students’ speaking skill of experimental group (H) is 85, the lowest score (L) is 60, the range (R) is 25, the median (Me) is 75, the mode (Mo) is 75. The results of mean (M) is 74.04 and standard deviation (SD) is 5.51. Meanwhile, the score table of control group the highest score of students’ speaking skill (H) is 80, the lowest score (L) is 50, the range (R) is 30, the median (Me) is 69, the mode (Mo) is 65. The results of mean (M) is 67.76 and standard deviation (SD) is 6.67.
From the previous analysis, it shows that with the number of samples (N1 = 42 and N2 = 42) and the level of significance is 5%, the result of the computation of t-value is 4.7049. Based on the value in the t-table for N1 =42and N2 = 42 and the significance level is 5%, the value of t-table is 1.990. The computation shows that t-value is higher than t-table that is 4.7049>1.990.

After computing t-test separated variance, and after knowing that the hypothesis is accepted, the theory meets the fact in this case. Then, from the computation in the previous section; the researcher concludes that there is significant effective of using Situational Picture card as a medium in teaching speaking to improve students speaking of the tenth grade students of SMK BKM Bekasi.
D. Conclusion

Based on the result and discussion of the data analysis, the conclusion of the research is teaching English speaking by using situational picture card as an alternative technique of the tenth grade students of SMK BKM Bekasi is effective. We can know from the descriptive analysis and inferential analysis in chapter IV. It is shows that the total scores of the post test higher than the total scores of pre test. The mean of pre test is (64.04) and the mean of post test is (74.04). In addition, the result of t-test is ([image: image4.png]4.7049



). The researcher consulted the critical value on the t-table using 5% (0.05) alpha level significance and the 60 degree of freedom was 2.00. It shows that the t-value is higher than t-table ([image: image6.png]4.7049



>2.00). So the alternative hypothesis is accepted and the null hypothesis is rejected.
 The result of the comparison of control group and experimental group is quite significant. In this case, there is no change of control group, while the experimental group who received treatment, there is a change for the better in achievement . We can see from the comparison between the post-test of control group and experimental group. It shows that the mean of post-test in the control group (64.04) was lower than the mean of post test in experimental group (74.04). It means that there is significant effective of using Situational Picture Card as a technique in teaching speaking to improve students speaking of the tenth grade students of SMK BKM Bekasi.
Situational picture card also gives a positive contribution toward the students speaking skill. It can be seen from the result of the post test that is higher than the pre test, and it means that the treatment that is given to the students is effective; most of the students can accepts the treatment that is given by the researcher and the influences the students in mastering their English speaking. So, the researcher concludes that situational picture card can give a positive contribution toward the students speaking skill.
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
