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Abstract
This study aims at describing the comprehension questions on every reading text in theLook Aheadfor Tenth Grade Senior High School and analyzing the comprehension questions on every reading text based on the level of understanding of bloom taxonomy

The type of the study is descriptive qualitative study. The object of this study is reading questions presented in of the Look Aheadfor Tenth Grade Senior High School. In this research, the researcher finds that every level of comprehension exist in the textbook. He concluded that the level comprehension’s question of bloom taxonomy which are given on this reading textbook are knowledge, comprehension, application, analysis, synthesis, and evaluation. 50,9 % of the question dominate on the knowledge, 21,4% of question is comprehension, 0,8% of question is aplication.13,9% is analysis,3,2% belongs to synthesis and the rest 9,8% belongs to evaluation. It means that the exercises on the reading text developed in Look Ahead for Tenth Grade senior High School are categorized in middle cognitive domain
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A. Background
Reading is an activity to get information about something. It is very important for teacher to improve the students’ mastery of English. The main objective of English instruction both in junior and senior high school is the development of reading skill, and students graduated from high school must be competence in reading. Huda (in Fauziati, 2002: 112) states that the goal of English teaching is the acquisition of communicative competence with an emphasis on reading skill, and not on oral skill. This is the reason why reading skill is so important. Reading skill is to develop fluent and proficient readers who are knowledgeable about reading process. Therefore, the use of suitable books must be appropriate with the standard criteria that could involve the students’ competence in reading; the students feel comfortable and understand the content of the books.

B. Research Method
Based on the explanation  above, the researcher concludes that his research belongs to descriptive qualitative one. The research topic is about the analysis of the comprehension levels of questions developed in Look Ahead for tenth grade of senior high school conducted as a qualitative research because the most important factor that the researcher attempts to observe is the suitable of the reading text and the exercise in Look Ahead for Senior High School with using Blooms taxonomy. This research is designed as a descriptive qualitative research. It is mentioned as a descriptive since this study aims to describe the obtain data in the field.

D. Conclusion

From the data of the research finding, the researcher concludes that the level comprehension’s question of bloom taxonomy which are given on this reading textbook are knowledge, comprehension, application, analysis, synthesis, and evaluation.  50.6  %  of  the  question  are in knowledge,  21.4  %  of question is comprehension, 13.9% of the question are in analysis, 9.8%  of the questions are in evaluation, 3.2% of the questions are in synthesis and the rest 0.8% are in application level. The level of the question found in Look Ahead 1 an English Course for Senior High School Students Year X is complex. Six levels  of comprehension of bloom taxonomy can be found in this book so this book is good to develop students ‘criticalthinking about reading text.  
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
