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Abstract
The objective of the study is to describe the effectiveness of using CSR technique to teach reading recount text to the eighth grade students of SMP N 7 Purworejo. The researcher used quasi experimental research. The sample of this study is class A as experimental group that consist of 32, and B class as control group that consists of 30 students. The instrument used in collecting the data is the test. The result of the study showed that the students’ progress of experimental group in mastering reading ability was really good. With degree of freedom (df) 60 and the level significance 5% t- table was 1.671. It meant that t- test value was higher than t- table (3.89>1.671). In order words, the use of CSR technique was effective to improve students reading ability in recount text to eighth grade of SMP N 7 Purworejo in Academic Year 2012/2013.

A. Background
Reading, one of language skills, should be mastered well by the students because reading is an essential factor that influences one’s activity in communication. Reading is regarded as a decoding skill that is, interpreting codes into ideas. People consider reading as an important activity so that people usually say that reading is the window of the world. By reading, people can get the information widely without going anywhere.
The objective of teaching reading in Junior High School is to develop the students’ reading skills so that they can read and understand English texts effectively and efficiently. Reading text is important. There are many kinds of text based on genre that are taught for junior high school, such as recount text, descriptive text, narrative text, and procedure text. One of the texts that should be mastered by Junior high school students is recount text. In the syllabus, it is written that students should be able to identify generic structures and lexicogrammatical features of recount text. 
To know well about texts, the teacher must be creative and must be able to teach the students well. So, the teacher must use the appropriate teaching teachnique. There are some teaching technique that can be used by the teacher to teach reading text, such as TGT (Team Games Tournament), STAD (Students Team Achievement Division) etc. The researcher thinks that one of the appropriate techniques that the teacher can use is CSR (Collaborative Strategic Reading) technique. Klingner and Vaughn (2009) stated that CSR (Collaborative Strategic Reading) is an excellent technique for teaching students reading comprehension and building vocabulary and also working together cooperatively.

B. Research Method
In this case, the study is quasi experimental design. The quasi experimental designs differ from the experimental ones in that they do not use random assignment to assign units (e.g. people) to program groups.  This research consists of two variables: independent variable and dependent variable. In this study, independent variable is the use of CSR technique. Dependent variable in the study is the students’ score of recount text.
The population in this study is the eighth grade students of SMP N 7 Purworejo. The total member of population is 91 students. The sample of the study is VIII A as experimental class and VIII C as control class.  Sampling is the act, process, or technique of selecting a suitable sample, or a representative part of a population for the purpose of determining parameters or characteristics of the whole population.
The researcher uses test in this study, as the instrument for collecting data.  Test is a method of research which can be used to measure the students’ ability.  Arikunto (2006:150) says that test is used to measure skill, knowledge, ability, intelligence, capacity, or attitude of an individual or a group.  The researcher chose the test as the instrument in collecting data because she considers that test is the best method to measure the students’ ability. To analyze the data the researcher applies an appropriate technique to find out whether it is effective or not teaching reading using CSR technique to improve Student’ reading ability of the eighth grade of SMP N 7 Purworejo in the academic year 2012/2013. In this study the researcher used descriptive analysis and inferential analysis.
C. Findings and Discussion
Based on the research findings, it can be seen that the use of CSR technique is effective to improve students’ reading ability in recount text. Referring to the comparison between post test means of experimental group, there is improvement of the score of reading ability in recount text where the pre test score was 61.9 and the post test score was 71.88 while there are no improvement of the score of reading skill in the control group. The following is the comparation between post test of control and experimental group


The chart above showed that the use of CSR technique to teach reading recount text is effective. It showed that four students of experimental group who got very good in reading while just one students of control group who got very good in reading. Moreover, one students of experimental group who got low in reading while 10 students of control group who got low in reading. It indicated that the use of CSR technique is effective in teaching reading recount text.

Moreover, the findings from the calculation of the study and the hypothesis testing shows that the reading scores of the students in experimental group has a significance difference after the use of CSR in teaching reading was done in compared to the control group’ score that is not taught using CSR technique.
From the computation of t test, the result showed that t value score was 3.89. Alpha level used is 0.05. In the df n1 + n2 – 2= 32 + 30 – 2= 60, t table score was 16.71. Based on the score obtained, t value is higher than t table (3.89>1.671). It means that null hypothesis is rejected and there is significant difference between post test means of experimental group and control group.
In other words, the students’ score in experimental group is significantly different from the students’ score in control group after the treatment of the use of CSR has been given. Therefore, it can be concluded that the use of CSR in teaching reading recount text to the eighth grade students of SMP N 7 Purworejo is effective.

D. Conclusion and Recommendation 
The conclusion of this research is to answer statement of the problem in the first chapter. The result of the computation of t- test value was 3.89. Then, the t- value was consulted to the t- table 0.05 significance level. Because the number of sample of experimental group and control group was difference (n1 ≠ n2) and the variance was homogeneous (õ12 = õ22), t- table was consulted by df = n1 + n 2- 2= 32+30-2=60.
With degree of freedom (df) 60 and the level significance 5% t- table was 1.671. It meant that t- test value was higher than t- table (3.89>1.671). So the null hypothesis was rejected and the research hypothesis was accepted. In order words, the use of CSR technique was effective to improve students reading ability in narrative text to eighth grade of SMP N 7 Purworejo in Academic Year 2012/2013.
The researcher highly recommended for the teacher to apply this technique to make the students more interested in learning process. The researcher also hopes that the students can improve their reading ability in recount text if they have motivation to study and always pay attention to the teacher’s explanation in the teaching-learning process.
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
