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Abstract
In this research, the researcher would like to know whether there is a correlation between student’s English reading ability and student’s English translation ability of  the fourth semester students of English Department at Muhammadiyah University of Purworejo or not. The researcher design of this study is using quantitative approach that the design of this research is correlation descriptive design. The population of this research is the students of the fourth semester of English Department at Muhammadiyah University of Purworejo. The total number is 251 students. The sample that is taken from  class A and B with 61 students.The result of this research shows that the correlation between the student’s reading ability and student’s English translation ability of the fourth semester of English Department at  Muhammadiyah  University of Purworejo   is high. It is proven from the result of correlation coefficient product moment. It shows that observed r (0. 623) it is includes to the table interpretation between 0.600 till with 0.800 in the level of high interpretation. Then, the hypothesis which states there is significant correlation between student’s English reading ability and student’s English translation ability in the fourth semester of English Department at  Muhammadiyah University of Purworejo is accepted in the level of high interpretation
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A. Background 
Language is a means of communication that should be learned and mastered by people who want to transfer his or her idea to communicate with others. There are many languages that are used in this world. One of them is English. English is an international language; our government has stipulated that English becomes the first foreign language in Indonesia, so English has been given more special attention. 
Based on the importance of English in the world, hopefully the student’s can communicate using English. The students have to master the four basic language skills. They are listening, speaking, reading, and writing. Reading is one of some factors which important in learning English. To understand the text, the students able to translate the text. The difficulty to translate the text happened because the students read quickly without looking for the meaning of difficult words. Reading and translation  also provides opportunities to study language: vocabulary, grammar, punctuation etc. 
Reading ability and translation ability are important aspects   that determine ability of the students on reading class. The students have good   reading and translation ability they are categorized as clever  students on reading class, but the students whose their reading and translation ability still low, they are categorized as lack of ability on reading class. 

Based on the statements above, the researcher is interested to conduct the research entitled “A Correlation Study between the students Reading Ability and their Translation Ability of the Fourth Semester students of English Department at Muhammadiyah University of Purworejo in the Academic Year 2012/2013.
2. Research Method 
This research is designed as descriptive quantitative. The term descriptive research refers to the type of research question, design, and data analysis that will be applied to a given topic. Three main purposes of research are to describe, explain, and measure ability  reading and translation . Based on the   result test of reading and translation, the researcher can describe what happens in the events, and also get the information.
The researcher chose the fourth semester students of English Department at Muhammadiyah University of Purworejo as the population. It is 251 students. Class A and B were taken as the sample using purposive sampling technique. It is 61 students.
The result of test  reading and translation are to know the correlation between reading and translation. To analyze the data, the researcher applies an appropriate technique to find out the correlation between the students’ reading ability and their translation ability. In inferential analysis, hypothesis testing is done through r-test.

C. Finding and Discussion 
From the result of test, the researcher was get the data. The highest score (H) of the students’ reading ability is 96, the lowest (L) is 40, the range is 56, the median (Me) is 80, the mode (Mo) is 80, and the total of students’ reading ability (T) is 4821. The mean (M) is 79.00, it is categorized good. Standard deviation (SD) is 9.675 and variance is 93.60. 
From the result of the test, the researcher got the data. The highest score (H) of the students’ translation  ability is 87, the lowest (L) is 67, the range is 20, the median (Me) is 78, the mode (Mo) is 78, and the total of students’  translation (T) is 4739. The mean (M) is 77.69, it is categorized good. Standard deviation (SD) is 4.887 and variance is 23.89.
From the test of normality, it shows they were 0.236 and 0.389, higher than 0.05. It means that the data is normal. The result of the computation that the value of correlation is 0.623. It shows that the correlation between the students’ reading ability and the students’ translation ability was high.

D. Conclusion 
The result shows that the coefficient correlation (r) equals to 0.623, it means that there is significant correlation between the students’ reading ability and the students’ translation ability. It also indicates that reading influences translation. The correlation between the students’ reading ability and the students’ translation ability is high.
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
