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Abstract
The quality of learning can be seen from the assessment results. Good assessment system will encourage educators to define good teaching strategies and motivate students to learn better. The objectives of this research are to find out the students’ English listening skill and To find out whether there is a significant result difference between the students’ English listening achievement assessed by computer based test and paper based test on the second semester students of English Education Program of Muhammadiyah University of Purworejo in the academic year of 2014/2015. This research is quantitative comparative hypothesis and population research. The researcher applied documentation to collect the data. The data was gained from the study program’s document about the result of mid-term test of Listening for Everyday course to examine all of the test result from the population due to get the significant result. The object of the research is all of the population of students on the second semester students of English Education Program of Muhammadiyah University of Purworejo in the academic year of 2014/2015. The total population object is 134 students and divided into two groups namely; computer based test group and paper based test group. Then the researcher analyzed the data, the results of the computation are: The means of students’ English listening achievement assessed by computer based test is 52.38, and it is in the category of fairly sufficient; the means of students’ English listening achievement assessed by paper based test is 47.35, and it is also in the category of fairly sufficient. The result of t-test is 2.031, it is higher than the value on t table (2.031 > 1.978), it has proven that Ho is rejected and Ha is accepted. It means that there is a significant result difference between students’ English listening achievement assessed by computer based test and paper based test on the second semester students of English Education Program of Muhammadiyah University of Purworejo in the academic year of 2014/2015. 
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Introduction 
Assessment is one of the important things in teaching and learning process. The result of the test should be the reflection of the real students’ ability as the reflection of the teaching learning success. According to Djemari Mardapi (2008) quoted in Widoyoko (2014: 1), the quality of learning can be seen from the assessment results. Good assessment system will encourage educators to define good teaching strategies and motivate students to learn better. 
Brown (2004: 4) states that assessment is a popular and sometimes misunderstood term in current educational practice. It is to think of testing and assessing as synonymous term.  In other hand, assessment is ongoing process that encompasses a much wider domain.
In assessing students’ English listening achievement the test material is organized by audio or can be added by visual, the good equipment specification is the important thing in English listening assessment by computer based test and paper based test, because the purity or the sharpness of the audio and video output determinate the students’ concentration to reach the best achievement. 
According to Wills (2005: 3), listening is the first language mode that children acquire. It provides the foundation for all aspects of language and cognitive development, and it plays a life-long role in the processes of communication. Language learning depends on listening since it provides the aural input that serves as the basis for language acquisition and enables learners to interact in spoken communication.
Widoyoko (2014: 54) says that computer based test is a test that in the implementation is using computer tool. Computer based test is implemented by the system and software of computer. The presentation about the test until the response to the test students can be saved and analyzed electronically. Computer based test which is associated with computer network called the ‘on-line test’. Labulan & Effendi (2012: 83) state that paper based test is a written test technique that done by conventional ways and tool, namely uses paper and stationary as well as human being operate.
In the implementation of Computer-Based Test the students should have two basic capabilities; they are their ability to operate computer and the comprehension toward the English language material. On the other hand, the test can be affected by the use of computer hardware and software of a computer, because each computer type has the different hardware and software specifications, and online test is also influenced by the speed of the operator's network as the assess point to the server. It is feared that can affect to the students’ concentration, and therefore contributes to their work.
In this research, the researcher applies off-line Wondershare QuizCreator in the implementation of computer based test. It is one of the software allows the lecturers to create the quiz online test or offline test and ask the students to download the test to their tools such as laptop or gadget then take the quiz and send the result back to the test takes. The researcher decides to apply this software due to several reasons: first, it is free and the lecturer or students can download it free in internet; second, it provides many types of test, such as true false, multiple choices, fill in the blank, until click map and short essay. The learners need to choose which test types that he wants to make; third, it has many facilities to make the test interesting such as inserting files (audio, picture, video) and template which make the appearance becomes more charming; fourth, it gives many options to publish from online, web, cd, and Ms. Word.; fifth, this software can work by online or offline access; and sixth, this software work in Windows OS, so the students just need to bring Windows OS laptop or gadget supporting this software to do the test.
Research Methodology
This research is quantitative comparative hypothesis and population research. The researcher uses documentation to collect the data. The data was gained from the study program’s document about the result of mid-term test of Listening for Everyday course to examine all of the test result from the population due to get the significant result. The object of the research is all of the population of students on the second semester students of English Education Program of Muhammadiyah University of Purworejo in the academic year of 2014/2015. The total population object is 134 students and divided into two groups namely; computer based test group (class 2A and class 2C with the total sample 68 students) and paper based test group (class 2B and 2D with the total sample 66 students). The data have been analyzed to find descriptive statistic (mean, median, mode, highest score, lowest score, range, standard deviation and variance) and inferential statistic (normality test, homogeneity test of variable, and hypothesis test).
Research Finding 

Descriptive Statistic
The computation shows that the total score of students’ English listening achievement assessed by computer based test is 3562, the mean score is 52.38, median 52, mode 52, highest score 82, lowest score 16, range 66, standard deviation 14.54 and the variance is 211.49.
While, the total score of students’ English listening achievement assessed by paper based test is 3125, the mean is 47.35, median 50.50, mode 52, highest score 80, lowest score 18, range, 62, standard deviation 14.13 and the variance is 199.74. 

Inferential Statistic

The value of chi-square obtained of the students’ English listening achievement assessed by computer based test is 12.68. It is lower than chi-square table (12.68 < 15.086), it can be concluded that the data distribution of the result of the students’ English listening achievement assessed by computer based test is normal 99%.
The value of chi-square obtained of the students’ English listening achievement assessed by paper based test is 10.99, it is lower than chi-square table (10.99 < 11.070), it can be concluded that the data distribution of the result of the students’ English listening achievement assessed by computer based test is normal 95%.
The value of F is 1.06. Then, it is compared with the value of F table on the significant level 0.05 with df of numerator (68-1=67) and df of denominator (66-1=65) is 1.789. Because of F obtained is lower than the value of F table (1.06 < 1.789), it means that the variance of two groups sample is homogeneous.
After doing the normality test and homogeneity test, the researcher concludes to uses parametric statistic because the both data distribution are normal with t-test polled variance formulation because the variance is homogeny. The result of t-test is 2.031. Then, it is compared with the value of t table with df 132 ((68+66)-2) on the significant level 0.05 (two tail test) is 1.978. Because of t obtained is higher than the value on t table (2.031 > 1.978), it means that the alternative hypothesis (Ha) is accepted.
Discussion
After finding out the result of calculation in the previous section, the researcher would discuss more about the score of CBT group and PBT group. The researcher divides category of the students’ results into 5 categories. In the excellent category there are 3 students or 4.41% with the score between 80-100. In the good category there are 13 students or 19.12% with the score between 66-79. In the sufficient category there are 13 students or 19.12% with the score between 56-65. In the fairly sufficient category there are 26 students or 38.24% with the score between 40-55. In the poor category there are 13 students or 19.12% with the score is lower than 39. It can be concluded that most of the students’ English listening achievement assessed by computer based test got the fairly sufficient scores. Furthermore, In the excellent category there is 1 student or 1.52% with the score between 80-100. In the good category there are 5 students or 7.58% with the score between 66-79. In the sufficient category there are 12 tudents or 18.18% with the score between 56-65. In the fairly sufficient category there are 31 students or 46.97% with the score between 40-55. In the poor category there are 17 students or 25.76% with the score is lower than 39. It can be concluded that most of the students’ English listening achievement assessed by paper based test got the fairly sufficient scores.
The result of t-test is 2.031. Then, it is compared with the value of t table with df 132 ((68+66)-2) on the significant level 0.05 (two tail test) is 1.978. Because of t obtained is higher than the value on t table (2.031 > 1.978), it means that the alternative hypothesis (Ha) is accepted. Based on these analyses, the researcher stated that there is a significant result difference between students’ English listening achievement assessed by computer based test and paper based test.
Conclusion 
After having analyzed the data, the researcher concludes that the means of students’ English listening achievement assessed by computer based test is 52.38, and it is in the category of fairly sufficient, and the means of students’ English listening achievement assessed by paper based test is 47.35, and it is also in the category of fairly sufficient.
The result of t-test is 2.031, it is higher than the value on t table (2.031 > 1.978), it has proven that Ho is rejected and Ha is accepted. It means that there is a significant result difference between students’ English listening achievement assessed by computer based test and paper based test on the second semester students of English Education Program of Muhammadiyah University of Purworejo in the academic year of 2014/2015.
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
